From The Rector
Dear Family of God,

One of the treasures of our Christian tradition is the long |
Christian thinkers who have wrestled with God, as Jacob did by the
Jabbok, and have left us the results of their struggle to understanc
love God.

One ofthe questions and its answers that seem at first so
esoteric butturn outto say muchtous about Godis, “Why is there a
rather than nothing?”

If, as the theologians assert, God is in Him/Herself complete :
sufficient, why did He create the universe atall? Because She has everything andis complete
happy and satisfied, there is nothing the universe, which of course includes you and me, can ac
So why did God create? What did God get out of creation?

The most satisfying answer is—nothing. God gets nothing from creation. God did nc
use creation and us as a means to Her own needs (in contrast to most human action) since
had no needs. That continues in the on-going act of creation: God gets nothing from hi
generosity to us day by day. Tome, someone who is quite suspicious of almost everyone aft
alifetime of discovering that people are quite prone to using others as a means to their own en
thatis comforting. However difficult my life is, itis not because God needs for me to sufferin
order to further Her own agenda.

Why, then, did God bother with creating? The theologians’ answer is simply that it is
God’s nature to give, and that God delights in giving existence and life for the sheer benefit c
thereceiver. Itiswhytheysaywe are inescapably in God’sdebt. The inner life of the Trinity.
say the theologians, is one of eternal and complete giving: the Father gives Himself complete
tothe Word and the Spirit; the Word gives Himself completely to the Father and the Spirit; anc
the Spirit gives Herself completely to the Father and the Word.

Remember what Genesis says about our own human creation, that God made usint
ownimage?

The inescapable conclusionis that one of our divinely-inspired characteristicsis giving
Though this is not self-evident as we struggle to overcome our self-centeredness, it becom
evidentwith years and experience. Itis one of the markers that expose the difference betwe
adults and children. Real adults know thatitis truly more blessed to give thantoreceive. Th
reason, say the theologians, is that we are grasping more surely our nature as images of G
the Great Giver. Aswe become more like God we become more whatwe were made to be, a
we become happier and more satisfied.

Thatis notthe message of our selfish culture but it is the message of God and His Chri
who gave everything even unto life itself, in order that all mightlive.

Then, as God glorifies Her Christ, Christ receives it all back as Lord of the universe.

What a lesson for us.

St. Andrew's Beginnings

[Many thanks to our Parish historian, Warren Bowen. The
April 2008 Messenger, Part 1, dealt with the inception of the
church as a mission, beginning in 1917 through 1921. Part2
inthe May 2008 issue was aboutthe building ofthe firstchurch
building — 1922.

St. Andrew’s Parish History - Part 6
We build a Guild Hall!

As the congregation slowly grew in the 1930s,
the mission church sought more identity in the com-
munity and some additional income. The idea
surfaced, why not build a hall on the back of the lot to
accommodate the church’s groups as wellas commu-
nity events? Of course the question in those depres-
siondayswas how much and fromwhat sources would
construction dollars come? It might costthree orfour
thousand dollars!

A simple plan was developed...add on a “guild
hall’, so named because the various church sub
groups were always called guilds. The plan was for a
simple rectangularaddition behind the existing kitchen,
restrooms and organ motor housing with access
through the kitchen as well as an outside door. The
hallwould extend clear to the alley which ran between
W. Amerige and W. Commonwealth for the maximum
usage ofthe property. The cityapprovalwas swift...new
construction = new work for the city.

Mr. Edwin Green was a parishioner who like
many came from England but had lived in California
much of hislife. Hewas anexpertcarpenter. George
Stevensonwas aplumberand man of many skills, and
there was a man with electrician qualifications, a part
time helper for Green was easy to find, and the
footings were poured, and things progressed. On
Saturdays volunteers would show up to help things
alongbutittook weeksto gettothe finishing touches.
The interior of the hall was left unfinished...open two

by foursand such, forlack of dollars, butthe fireplace
was completed and shingles and tar paper covered
the exteriorwalls. Pine flooring looked good and the
windows were plentiful and useful as well as cur-
tained by the ladies.

When finished, a reception welcoming anyone
from the city who could come was held. An existing
one way relationship with St. Mary’s Catholic Church
was enhanced with reciprocal card parties and the
occasional dance. The EYC youth group loved the
space and used it every week. St. Andrew’s guild
(older ladies) and St. Elizabeth’s guild for younger
mothers settheir meetings. Amen’s club was formed
and met monthly for a combination of business and
socialization and attracted new fellows to the church.

The hall made it possible to have community
welcome events like the annual Bazaar featuring lun-
cheon, dinner and sales of crafted items to build the
treasuries of the guilds. Card parties, the main group
activities of those depression years, were regularly
held and a good time was had by all! St. Andrew’s
was “on the map” of Fullerton churches!
