Dear Family of God,

Hardly seems possible that this is my last Messenger lett
you. And yetthatis the case.

Soon, Iwillnolonger be your rector, but I hope we shall remg
friends. Asfriends, | hope we shall stay intouch—share news, pra
each other (you will always be a major elementin my prayers), per
even visitwith one another once inawhile. Butlwill be yourfor
rector. So | will nolonger do pastoral and priestly things with yo
it's time for another to take that place. Forinstance, | might atte o,
wedding or baptism or funeral (sitting in the congregation, with everyone else), butlwon't
lead or preach at one. [ will be eager to know what is going on with you, both personally
and as a community moving into God’s future. The cheering section is a good place for
formerrectors. Decisions belong tothose responsible for carrying them out and living with
them.

For the rest of my letter, I'd like to take the lazy way out and print here the text of
my August 2nd sermon, where | talk about retirement plans. So:

"This week | signed up for Social Security, to begin in October. It was an easy
process, almost completely all on-line. Then | had to snail mail copies of a couple of
documentsanditwasdone. The psychological experience was more like an earthquake. For
Americans, signing up for Social Security is a major life event, freighted with all sorts of
meaning. Itisthe sacrament of retirement, the outward and visible sign of an inward and
spiritual grace. Foreach ofus, retirementmust mean a differentthing, yetthe commonality
is that this is a new chapter of life, a new beginning in a real sense.

Many of you have been kind enough to ask what | intend to do in retirement. The
answer is both fairly definite and fairly vague. 1wantto just sort of “float” for afew months,
with little or no agenda. Having some experience with the Holy Spirit, | suspect that She
will manifest some direction and suggestions if | give Her the space to speak and myselfthe
stillness to hear. That's what happened in the mid-Eighties on my sabbatical; there were
results that came just from the freedom from the demands of vocation, time to be still, time
to do things at whim, again to “float” as a balloon at the impulse of the wind. Out of that
experience, came for me a consolidation of personality and direction and focus in work that
has shaped my life ever since. |think the Wind of the Holy Spirit will speak again into the
relative stillness thatis coming.

That is the vague part. The somewhat definite part takes its cue from my
personality. 1am an inveterately curious person, as | think you have picked up from my
sermonizing allthese years. lamfascinated by God’s marvelous creation, bothinitselfand
asasignof God’s presence and purpose and person. Though I don’talways theologize, | do
so frequently, and | expect that to continue. But before the theologizing comes the
exploring, the peering into the wonders of our amazing universe and blue terrestrial ball. |
read voraciously and widely. | am fascinated by several branches of science: astrophysics
cosmology, geology, psychology, biology, medicine. | am no less enamored of several
periods and dimensions in history: British history in general and American history with
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particular attention to the Civil War, World War 11, and social and cultural development throughout the life of our
republic. Frommy youth I have loved music of mostkinds butjust never quite gotaroundto learning to understand more
than a surface enjoyment; now | wantto spend more time listening and learning about this mysterious, beautiful expressiol
ofthe humansoul. lintend the same thing with poetry, the music of our language. |have enjoyed poetry for years, but,
in spite of a good classical education, have lacked an understanding of the structures and energies thatcanreveal so v
more. |suppose, as | think aboutit, that | will be doing this with “the arts” in general, especially painting. 1am fascinated
by how the artistinfuses beauty and meaning into what she creates.

I am looking forward to a change in my prayer life and in worship. One of the ironies of being a priest is how
difficultitis to find time for praying and worshiping. There is always something that needs attention, need that calls one
away from attending in a conscious fashion on the Lord. Ireally hope to be able to do better atthisin retirement. One
recent discovery is how refreshingitis to pray through the hymnody of our church. | have recordings of the complete
New English Hymnal of the Church of England, over 500 hymns. I've put them onto my iPod and intend to pray in
some unusual places.

Another partof my retirementregimeishome. lamarealhomebody. | enjoythe mundane mechanics of day-
to-day living, keeping the house up, working in the yard, minding the dogs, and | want to learn to be a bit more creative
incooking. There’s a certain aggravation factor in all this and yet I realize how much I miss itwhen | am away from home.
Family isimportantto me, and | wantto be more presentto my family. Home also includes friends, being one and having
some. | wantto attend better to this important area of life.

Another sphere of activity will be volunteer work. I've thoughtaboutbeingadocentinamuseum, reading books
forthe blind, exploring helpfulnessinwhatever parish | willworshipin. And everyretired priestis aresource for the bishop
and the people ofthe diocese. |canbe asupply prieston Sundays for priestly sickness or vacations. Every one ofus
aself-image, whether conscious or subconscious, away thatwe conceive of ourselves. |suspectthatmine will always pre
much be priest, thatis, bridge between God and creation, in whatever form that may arise. Much of the work of the diocest
isdoneinvolunteer committees, addressing different areas, lay people and ordained working together to do God’s work
perhaps | can find one or two that could use my talents.

The more | think about it the more | realize that all these — and whatever else will come down the pike —are ways
of doing what we have talked about for years: loving. Lovingour God. Loving His creation. Loving our neighbor.
Loving our enemy. Loving our self. Being open to the wonder of life, which is a form of love in itself.

Well, all of this was prompted by a phrase from this morning’s Ephesians reading, “the work of ministry, for
building up the Body of Christ.” (4.12) Retirementis still ministry, still the work of building up the Body of Christ.

The parish priestin me cannotresist putting this question to you: what is the work of ministry in your life? What
willyou offer in the weeks and months ahead to your parish church of Saint Andrew? Retired and still earning aliving,
each of us has gifts to offer for the common good, for the welfare of our nation, for the welfare of our church, for the welfare
of our family. Our parish in this time of transition needs you, needs your support, needs your time and attention to
accomplish several tasks in our process of calling a new rector, needs your patience and self-control in dealing wi
disagreements that will most certainly arise, needs your kindness toward your fellow parishioners (and toward yourself]
needs your prayers for our parish community of faith, needs your patience in accepting the ministry of interim priests anc
eventually ofanewrector. Itwillallbe anadjustment, butone thatwe can make. Adjustmentis amarvelous call; none
of us everwantsto stop adjusting. There isaword for the state of notadjusting. Thatword is death. None of usisread
for death yet, no matter how much God has transformed death in the resurrection of Jesus. So let us heed the call fc
adjustment. Itis God’s holy work of ministry for each of us now and into the future. God bless us all in our work.

We Pray Together. And That's Enough.
Here's the post I've been working on since the end of General Convention. People at Trinity Cathedral will
recognizethe language...

A few months ago one of the staff here at the Cathedral forwarded an email to me with a request that |
answer the question it posed as he had no idea what he should say. The email was very simple. It was from a person
in the community who was looking for a new church home. But, before he would consider a congregation, it was
very important for him to know where we stood on the question of blessing same-sex couples.

There wasn’t any hint in the email about whether or not the sender wanted us to say we were for blessing
same-sex couples or opposed. Just that it was critically important to him that we give the right answer so that he
wouldn’twaste his time unnecessarily.

| get letters or questions like this quite commonly. | think most Episcopal clergy do these days. It's the BIG
guestion that seems to be used as a way to sort through congregations and dioceses so that we can determine
which ones are right-thinking and therefore worthy of support and which ones are wrong and worthy of nothing.
What was different about this letter though was that | simply couldn’t figure out what the person wanted me to say.

So rather than trying to be pastoral and sensitive in trying to respond to the question behind the question (as
is my wont), | decided to be bluntly honest.

“There are people in this congregation who are fully supportive of the Church’s blessing of same-gender
unions. There are people in this congregation who are opposed to the Church’s blessing of same-gender unions.
While the Episcopal Church as a denomination is on record as calling for equal protection under the law for all citizens,
if you're looking for a congregation that is of one mind on this issue, you’re going to be disappointed with this one.
We don’t have agreement internally on this particular - or many - issues. Instead, we just agree to pray and worship
together”

We don't agree with each other. We pray together.

Friends of mine who are involved in the church growth movement offer me their sympathy every three years
or so following our denomination’s General Convention. “It must be really hard to grow a church that spends so
much time fighting” they say. In the past I've agreed with them. But | think I've decided that it's time we as Episcopa-
lians tell the truth about who we are though in a way that tries to explain to others why our struggles are not a “bug”

- they’re a “feature”!

The Elizabethan Settlement, which for me is modeled at every Eucharist when | present the host to a commu-
nicant with the paradoxical words (to a person of Tudor England) “the body of Christ, the bread of Heaven”, is
fundamental to our identity as Anglicans. We are willing to be in relationship with people who will gather with us
around Jesus; whether they by free or slave, man or women, Jew or Greek. We are the anti-puritans caring less
about clarity of theological categories than we do about loving relationship. “If you will pray to Jesus with me, | will
pray to Jesus with you.”

At least we try to when we're at our best. Which isn’t always that often admittedly.

In my mind, as an Episcopalian of catholic leanings and ecumenical enthusiasm, if there’s one thing that
argues for the continued existence of an Anglican witness in the Universal Church - it's our charism of holding firm to
praying with those with whom we disagree no matter how hard that is to do.

Eusebius writes that in the latter days of his life, St. John the Evangelist would respond to repeated requests
of visitors to “tell of us of Jesus” by only repeating again and again “Little children, love one another.” When asked by
those caring for him why he would only say that he is supposed to have responded “Because if they do only that, it is
enough.”

Episcopalians don't agree to agree. We pray with each other. Because if we can manage to just do that, it
seems to me, that we will have done enough.

What happened when | responded to my inquirer wanting to know where the Cathedral | serve stood on the
guestion of same-gender blessings? | sent my short note off fully expecting to never hear from him again.
