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Holy Habits are about things that help us remember God loves 

us and calls us to be his light in the world.  These are things 

that help us grow in our faith and know God better.  Here are 

some of them:  

 

Being Open:  Willingly receiving advice and wisdom from 

other, more experienced Christians (parents, pastors, 

teachers and so on).  

Bible Study:  Faithfully reading and studying Godõs Word, 

either alone or with other Christians, to learn how God 

wants you to live.  Taking classes at church, trying to learn 

more about God and living a Christian life.   

Celebration:  Expressing some of the joy you feel at being 

a Christian, usually with other Christians.  

Confession: Examining your conscience, telling God your 

sorry, experiencing forgiveness, and determining to live a 

new life, includes forgiving others for offenses made 

against you.

Obedience/Submission:  Putting what Jesus wants you to 

do ahead of your own will and desires; self -denial.  

Prayer: Bringing your praise, thanks, confession, and needs 

to God; interceding for others in prayer; being quiet in Godõs 

presence, open to his guidance.  

Witnessing:  Telling or showing others what Jesus means to 

you.

Peter  thought he was an expert who had all the right answers when it 

came to preaching to people who did not know Jesus.  But he was in for a 

surprise.  One day, when he was praying and fasting, God showed him he 

was wrong.  Peter learned something new that day, something that 

changed the world.  He learned that God accepted Gentiles (non -Jews) as 

well as Jews.  (See Acts 10:9 -48 for the whole story.)  

 

Francis  was rich.  He had a bright future ahead of him.  But one day in a 

dream, he realized God was calling him to another life.  He spent time 

alone praying and fasting to help him learn Godõs will.  Eventually, he gave 

away all his wealth and gathered together a band of men whose desire was 

to reach out to poor people and help them in every way.  Today, he is 

known as Saint Francis of Assisi, author of the well -known prayer òMake 

Me a Channel of Your Peace.ó 

 

Toyohiko Kagawa became a Christian in his teens after enrolling in a bible 

class to learn English.  Disowned by his family, he attended a Presbyterian 

College in Tokyo, then chose a vocation that focused on helping the poor.  

For many years, he lived in a six -foot -square shed in the slums of Kobe.  

Eventually, the Japanese government asked him to supervise social work in 

Tokyo.  He worked hard to improve life for workers in factories and on 

farms.  He established hospitals, schools, and churches, and became a well

-known advocate for justice and peace around the world.  
 

Phillippe and Joel attend school in Oklahoma.  They were surfing the web 

and learned about James, a boy in Sudan who had been hurt when enemies 

of Christianity burned down his village.  They wanted to help, so they 

began collecting empty pop cans to raise money for James.  Their idea 

caught on, and now many people are collecting cans for òKids for 

Courage.ó  (To learn more see www.kidsofcourage.com) 

 

Marie Vogel , and eighth grader from Illinois, heard that a high school 

youth group had sponsored a child who needed help.  She and her family 

looked up Compassion International (www.compassion.com) and decided to 

sponsor a four year old boy from the Dominican Republic named Angel 

Luis.  To help raise the $28 a month needed to sponsor a child, Marie and 

her family give up one normal supper per week, eating just a bowl of rice 

or ramen noodles (less than ten cents per serving.)  The money they would 

normally spend on groceries goes to sponsor their child. Marie thinks this 

is a cool way to make a big difference in Angelõs life.   

 

March for Jesus started in England in the 1980õs.  In May, 1987, several 

Christian groups organized a prayer and praise march though the streets 

of London.  To their surprise, more than 15,000 people turned out in spite 

of pouring rain.  Now the movement has spread around the world with 

millions of people in more than 130 nations participating each year.  The 

march has expanded its vision and is now called òJesus Dayó.  Itõs a day 

when churches not only march and celebrate, but also reach out in love 

with ministry in their cities.  This takes place on the Saturday before 

Pentecost.

 Alfred Nobel, a Swedish 

chemist, made his fortune by 

inventing powerful explosives 

and licensing the formula to 

governments to make weapons. 

One day Nobelõs brother died, 

and a newspaper by accident 

printed an obituary notice for 

Alfred instead of the deceased 

brother.  

 It identified him as the 

inventor of dynamite who made 

a fortune by enabling armies to 

achieve new levels of mass 

destruction.
