ACCOMMODATIONS: First class hotels based on twin occupancy with bath. 
In Oberammergau we have PC 3 – Private landlords and holiday apartments 
with adequate, well-kept holiday apartments of different sizes with shower or 
bath/toilet; in combination with admission ticket in category 3. Single-room 
supplement $70 per night. 
MEALS: Continental breakfast and dinner daily throughout the tour. Extra 
charge for coffee, tea or other beverage not included in the menu of the day. 
TIPS AND TAXES: Those normally appearing on hotel and restaurant bills 
as “service” are included, as are all governmental and local taxes on hotels 
and meals.  
SIGHTSEEING: By modern motor coach including services of English 
speaking guides and entrance fees to places included in the itinerary. 
NOT INCLUDED: US and foreign departure taxes (approximately $468 per 
person), passport and visa fees, laundry, wines, liquors, mineral waters and 
after-dinner coffee or tea, meals not included in the itinerary, sightseeing or 
services other than those specifically mentioned. Tips to guides, drivers and 
portage are not included (approximately $15 per day). 
TOUR PRICE: Based on tariffs and rates in effect on August 21, 2008, and 
subject to change without notice should there be a revision in rates prior to 
departure of tour. 
DEPOSIT AND CANCELLATION: A deposit of $500 per person is required 
to secure reservations, $1,200 due on January 1, 2009, which sums will be 
applied to the price of the tour, balance to be paid in full not later than 90 
days prior to departure of the tour. Reservations made within 60 days of 
departure are subject to $25 late reservation charge. In event of cancellation, 
refund in full will be made up to A, 2009, excluding a $250 cancellation fee. 
For cancellations received after January 1, 2009, excluding $1,450 
cancellation fee (unless the Oberammergau ticket can be sold to another 
person) 89 days prior to departure, refund in full will be made excluding a 
$100 airline cancellation fee plus a $1,450 cancellation fee (unless the 
Oberammergau ticket can be sold to another person).  If cancellation is not 
received at this time, refund will be subject to a minimum 25 percent 
cancellation fee or an amount equal to expenses to the tour operator, 
whichever is greater. All cancellations must be in writing to Maranatha Tours 
and will be in effect on the date of receipt by Maranatha Tours. Any 
exceptions must be in writing from Maranatha Tours, Inc. 
AIR TRANSPORTATION: Round-trip economy class jet via Lufthansa 
Airlines or any other IATA member. If passenger effects cancellations within 
89 days of departure or after air tickets are written, whichever comes sooner, 
100 percent of air fare will be forfeited by passenger. In the event 10 
passengers do not book the tour within 90 days of departure, the agent 
reserves the right to cancel the tour. All air fares subject to government 
approval and change without notice. 
RESPONSIBILITY AND LIABILITY: Land arrangements including surface 
transportation: Maranatha Tours, Inc., and the participating Tour Operators 
operate the land tours offered under this program only as agents of the rail 
roads, car rental contractors, steamship lines, hotels, bus operators, 
sightseeing contractors and others which provide the actual land 
arrangements and are not liable for any act, omission, delay, injury, loss or 
damage or non-performance occurring in connection with these land 
arrangements.

DAY 1 – Wednesday, June 16th NEW YORK / FRANKFURT 

We will meet at the airport for our flight to Frankfurt. 
 
DAY 2 – Thursday, June 17th FRANKFURT / COLOGNE 
(B,D) 

This morning we arrive in Frankfurt and are met by our escort 

and board our bus for our ride to Cologne via the Ruhr Valley 

to the Rhineland capital.  

 

This afternoon you visit the magnificent Gothic Cathedral 

(UNESCO World Heritage Site) with its 515 ft. twin towers, five 

naves, stained glass windows, shrine of the Three Holy Kings, 

and fabulous treasures of the Domschatzkammer. The 

church is one of the largest and most beautiful in the world. 

Afterward you have time to stroll through 

the Old City by yourself. Overnight Cologne. 
 
DAY 3 – Friday, June 18th TRIER / HEIDELBERG/ (B,D) 

This morning you travel to Trier and have a city tour before 

driving to Heidelburg. 

 

This afternoon we see visit Heidelberg, a gorgeous town on 

the Neckar River, where romanticism is both past and present. 

Your walking tour includes the Old Town, the famous Stone 

Bridge over the Neckar River, the Heidelberg Castle (where 

the Heidelberg Confession was written in 1653), the Castle 

Church and the Church of the Holy Ghost.  Check into our 

hotel for dinner an overnight.

DAY 4 – Saturday, June 19th ROTHENBURG / AUGSBURG/ 
OBERAMMERGAU (B,D) 

This morning we continue to Rothenburg on the Tauber, a 

medieval fairy tale town with walls, tower and gates intact. We 

stroll through the narrow lanes view the quaint houses and 

ancient ramparts. This morning you travel on the “Romantic 

Road” to Augsburg, founded in 15BC. Its magnificent 

Renaissance buildings give the city its unique character- dated 

from the 15th and 16th centuries. Martin Luther stayed at the 

Church of St. Anna in 1518, during his confrontation with the 

Catholic Church.  

 

This afternoon we continue to Wieskirche (Church in the 

meadows) where rococo art reached a unique perfection. This 

masterpiece, created by the brothers Dominikus and Johann 

Baptist Zimmermann of Wessobrunn was given international 

recognition as a cultural site on the World Heritage List.

 DAY 5 – Sunday, June 20th PASSION PLAY (B,L,D) 

This morning we will  enjoy the quaint alpine village of 

Oberammergau with its famous painted houses and wood 

carving studios.  

 

After lunch, you are off to the Passion Play Theatre, for one of 

the highlights of our pilgrimage- the Passion Play Performance. 

The performance begins at 2:30pm, includes a long break for 

dinner and resumes at 8:00pm until approx. 10:30pm. 

Reserved seats for the Passion Play are covered, however, the 

stage is open and the performance takes place regardless of 

weather. Overnight Oberammergau area 

 
DAY 6 – Monday, June 21st FUSSEN/ LIECHTENSTEIN/ 
LUCERNE (B,D) 

After a late breakfast we leave for a visit of Linderhof Palace, 

one of Mad King Ludwig’s fantasy castles with its fabulous 105 

ft. fountain. Afterward you continue to the smallest alpine 

country Liechtenstein and on to Lucerne. Along the way you 

stop at the elaborate Neuschwanstein Castle, surely the 

crown jewel of Bavaria Castles. 

 

This afternoon we go to Fusen, then to Liechtesnstein and on 

to Lucerne.

DAY 7 – Tuesday, June 22nd LUCERNE (B,D) 

Lucerne: one of Europe's most charming cities, Lucerne also 

has the added virtue of stunning lakeside and mountain 

sceneries on its doorstep.
