The qualities of God

a. Communicable (we share these with Him)
Holiness, Wisdom, Righteousness, Justice, Goodness, Faithfulness,
Love

b. Non-communicable (these are His alone)
1) Omnipotent — power
2) Omnipresent—all present
3) Omniscience—knows all
4) Immutable—unchangeable
5) Self-existent
6) Other

The person of God

a. His names
GOD is. .. Yahweh
Then Moses said to God, “Behold, | am going to the sons of Israel, and | will say to them, ‘The
God of your fathers has sent me to you.” Now they may say to me, ‘What is His name?’ What
shall | say to them?”” God said to Moses, “I AM WHO | AM”’; and He said, “Thus you shall say
to the sons of Israel, ‘I AM has sent me to you.””
