The English word 2foyer® is derived from foier, tkeench term for hearthside. For generations it
has been customary for Americans to welcome friefaasily members and newcomers into our homes by
gathering at the central hearthside to enjoy tiofdsllowship. The idea of foyer groups originatedhet t
Cathedral of St. Michael, in the Diocese of Coventry, Bmfallowing the massive devastation of their
place of worship during the many air raids duringrld War Il. The staff of Coventry Cathedral began
meeting in small informal groups as a way to 2bedle divisions which subtly separate us from one an-
othere.

Foyer Groups are a fun and easy way for parisihsoioegather together on a regular but informal
basis for purely social reasons in order to stremgthe bonds of community and meet others with whom
we might not otherwise interact. The groups consist of 6 to 8 individuals ¢buples and singles) who
meet on a regular and informal basis for a mealcamdersation over the course of about 6 months. After
the first rotation, sign up starts again and nesupgs are formed. The couples or individuals céa tarns
hosting and the meals can be potluck, host provided a restaurant. The choice of available opti®ns
by the collective imagination of the group with ibea of focusing on Christian fellowship.
