ECW Project Granting Program 2009
Established 2006

Purpose:
The purpose of this program is to provide financial support for projects of Episcopal Church Women groups in the Diocese of Lexington by giving grants which match, either in full or in part, the local ECW’s contribution to these projects.  
Eligibility:

Episcopal Church Women groups are eligible to apply.
Grant Award Priorities:
· Projects that benefit women.  These may be for charitable work, education, or empowerment.  This might include educational assistance, crisis center funding, seminarian support, etc.

· Projects that benefit children.  These might include day cares for low-income families, playgrounds, fabric for blankets for hospitalized children, etc.

· When all else is equal, priority would be given to ECW’s in smaller congregations.

Limits of Grants:

The amount of each grant will be limited to the amount of funding provided by the requesting ECW within twelve months preceding the date of the application or within the calendar year of granting.  Funding for the grants will come from revenues generated by the investment holdings of the Diocese of Lexington Episcopal Church Women.  As amounts available for granting each year will be dependent on investment revenues, partial grants may be awarded.

Application Process:
· Applications shall be filled out completely and include any additional information such as brochures or materials of explanation or support for the requested grant.

· Applications should be received by the Diocesan ECW Grant Committee by February 1.  Mail to: ECW Grant Committee, C/O Susan Baird, 1722 Banbury Court, Lexington, Ky 40505.
· The Grant Committee will meet following the deadline and notify applicants of its decisions no later than April 1.  The Committee is to be made up of three members of the Episcopal Church Women, including one diocesan officer, chosen by the Executive Board.
· Once a grant is approved and upon receipt of proof of funding by the local ECW, the Diocesan ECW grants will be distributed directly to the or sponsored organization in the name of the local ECW or to the local ECW if the project is ‘in house.’
Follow-up:
Within twelve months of the receipt of grant monies, each ECW will submit a one to two-page report, including photos if possible, to the Diocesan ECW for publication on the ECW website and other means of communication.
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The purpose of the Episcopal Church Women in the Diocese of Lexington “shall be to support the Wholeness and Connectedness of Christians in the Diocese of Lexington thorough COMMUNICATING, FACILITATING, and MINISTERING.”
The Diocesan ECW supports numerous outreach programs.

· A board member coordinates with UTO representatives in each congregation to promote the semi-annual UTO ingatherings and forward the funds to the national office.  The UTO Committee, made up of ECW board members, recommends to the Bishop which two UTO grant requests, and their priority, to submit to the National UTO Committee (part of the national ECW).  Historically, the Diocese of Lexington has received much more in grants than we have collected and remitted.
· The board coordinates annual collections for the Bishop’s Funds and administers the awarding of grants from these funds.  The Bishop’s Funds are:



The Abbott Fund dedicated to diocesan mission work.



The Moody Fund dedicated to projects at The Cathedral Domain.



The Hosea Fund dedicated primarily to women’s continuing education, clergy or laity.



The Wimberly Fund dedicated to youth and young adult ministries in the Diocese.



The Burton Fund dedicated to scholarships for seminarians in our diocese.
