The Northwoods Adult Choir is the foundation of our worship ministry at          
Northwoods Baptist Church.  They provide worship leadership, excitement, and energy 
with their special music and presence on the platform.  The Adult Choir is a non-audition 
group that practices on Wednesday from 7:45-9:00 PM (child care provided), and sings in 
our weekend services.  The Adult Choir usually presents two musical programs each year    
including an Easter musical and a praise and worship musical in the fall.  All soloists and   
ensembles are selected from the Adult Choir, but you need not be a soloist to sing in the choir.  
Requirements for membership include a love and commitment to the Lord, a love for          
singing, and the ability to be faithful to practices and services.  Music reading skills are   
helpful but not required.
