As many of us experienced individually, 2009 was also a
year of trials, growth and great joy at St. Ann’s. The music
from our outstanding choir continued to enchant and lift us.
The Sunday School program grew in numbers, quality and
enthusiasm. We had more young, hard-working, dedicated
acolytes than we’ve seen in years. A well organized and funded
Outreach Committee was formed and is moving with clear
direction. Our several successful fundraising events were well
managed and demonstrated how willing our parish community
is to get involved, and have a good time in the process.

Last January, we began studying subjects related to the
lectionary readings and the liturgical calendar (for example,
Epiphany, Isaiah, Baptism, Jonah, Lent, and the 50 Days of
Easter). We conducted one Youth Church Service with
Communion led by Hannah and Mike. And one of the highlights
was burning last year’s palm fronds for this year’s ashes in the
chilly February parking lot.

Because of the central importance of Easter, we have spent
the 2009/2010 season of formation, which began in September,
reviewing the biblical record of God’s saving deeds in history as
is recommended in the liturgy of the Easter Vigil in the Book of
Common Prayer. So far we have enjoyed our experience of the
first creation story, Noah’s water adventures, and Moses’
leading the Israelites across the Red Sea.

Our weekly prayer through the Children’s Liturgy of the
Word at 10am has been a new addition to our schedule. While
the rest of the parish experiences the Liturgy of the Word in the
nave, our children have their own in the downstairs chapel
(usually based on the Gospel reading for the day) and then join
the rest of the parish at the Peace.

Our Confirmation Class by Rev. Conley

Woodstock Area Community Ministry (WACM)

Remember, when someone asks you if St. Ann’s provides
assistance to individuals and families in need, the answer is
“Yes, we do provide direct assistance - and, we do it in
collaboration with other Woodstock churches, through WACM.”
The WACM Direct Assistance Program office is located in the
Unitarian Church, 221 Dean St. The office is open Monday and
Thursday, from 10-12. Phone: 815-338-0939.

Last year was another very busy year for WACM. Due to the
economy, the need for assistance reached an all time high.
$81,560 was issued in the form of vouchers for the 2158 cases
through the Direct Assistance Program (DAP). This averages
$37 per case. These vouchers covered emergency needs for:
rent, utilities, gasoline, food, clothing, repairs, medicine,
transportation, auto licenses and miscellaneous needs.

We're pleased to report that St. Ann’s participated in all the
causes and events: the Festival of Musid, Share the Warmth
Coat Drive, and the Woodstock Hunger Walk. Twice we
provided lunch at the Drop-in-Shelter at Redeemer Lutheran
Church. In August we also provided lunch for the PADS
Transitional Home. We made a donation with monies from our
Lobster Fest.

Many, many thanks to all of you who volunteered and
contributed to the success of these events and causes. Your
generosity is greatly appreciated - especially by those who are
helped.

Charged with the task of
launching the annual Stewardship Pledge Campaign during a
time in which the global economy is officially “distressed,” the
committee was uncertain as to what might result.

The committee suggested a modest increase in existing
pledges for 2010. As might be expected, some pledges went
up and some went down. A few pledges were not renewed due
to loss of employment or moving. Three new pledges were
received.

To date, the total amount pledged for 2010 is $134,057 -
which is 9.7% lower than 2009. We are grateful to everyone
for your thoughtful, prayerful, faithful support of God’s work at
St. Ann’s.

The Finance Committee met monthly to review and monitor
monthly income and expenses. The primary goals of the
Finance Committee this year were to prepare an Audit of the
church finances as required by Episcopal Diocese of Chicago, to
review church policies and procedures related to finances, and
to make full use of the ACS Technologies software for financial
record-keeping.
