INTERNATIONAL MISSIONS

Vista Grande has numerous overseas opportunities not only for our high school
students but also our church body. While we are open to other opportunities
God may provide, the following list includes the trips we are taking in the com-
ing year. Please be aware that prices fluctuate with plane ticket costs.

1. UGANDA: January 1-13 Approximate Cost = $2700

We will have Biblical and Christian history training for adults and also minister
in schools, hospitals, and possibly orphanages in three different locations. Our
team will stay in Entebbe throughout the mission.

2. MEXICO: March 22-28 Approximate Cost = $300

The Mexico trip is our major mission endeavor because it involves the entire
church body. Some help pay for the building costs, others provide supplies,
and about 50-60 individuals travel to Mexico. This trip is open to high school
student and adults; however, middle school students may go if their parents
attend as well. This is a great time for the body to serve together, as we build
homes with Casas Por Cristo for those in need.

3. CROATIA: June 12-27 Approximate Cost = $2200

We will direct Vacation Bible School for an orphanage, teach English as a Sec-
ond Language (ESL) classes in two regions, utilize sports evangelism, and minis-
ter through Christian music.

4. BRAZIL: Aug. 6-13 Approximate Cost = $2400
We will be building churches and offering Vacation Bible School for the chil-
dren of Brazil.

Retreat helps equip students to be effective members of the body of Christ. The retreat will be held at
Embassy Suites in Colorado Springs.

Silent Voices will be sharing the message of the Gospel and Christs love through mime o numerous
organizations and churches in Texas.

Student Life Camp: July ™5™ $27y 6"-12" completed
All students will o to Durango, Colorado, to study the Word, fellowship, and grow in their spiritual walks.
Students will participate in camp games, enjoy impacting worship and dynamic, Biblical messages, and
learn from peers and adults in small group sessions.

Student Staffing: July ™0™ $y0 10"-2" completed
Applications ARE essential for being selected. These students are required to attend camp the following
week (July 1i-1y) as campers. Staffers will often work behind the scenes with set-ups and other various
jobs, lead recreation, and assist the Student Life staff as they minister to hundreds of students from
around the United States!



FUNDRAISING

Fundraising is an important aspect of our youth ministry. We provide numerous op-
portunities for students to raise money for the trips and events offered throughout
the year. All money earned by the youth will be placed into their church accounts
and can be used for any youth activities; however, we encourage them to put their

money towards more expensive trips, such as summer camp. To
maintain accurate accounting, students must fill out the fundraiser
transfer card, located in this packet, indicating the trip and amount
of money to be transferred. If the money in their accounts is not
used by the time of their graduation, students can move their money
to another person’s account. Money cannot be withdrawn for per-
sonal use because some of the funds were contributed by other do-
nors for youth group trips and activities.

Craft Fair at VGBC:

On October 17th, we will have a craft fair, silent auction, and
concession stand to raise money for scholarships and youth
counts.

Butter Braid Bread, Cookie Dough, and Ugly Mug Coffee Sales:

Students will have two opportunities (October and February) to sell Butter Braid
bread, cookie dough, and coffee. A portion of the sales earned by each student will
be placed in his/her account.

Meal Fundraisers:

We will have two meal fundraisers (dates TBA) after the Sunday morning services.
Students will be able to earn money by serving or being a part of the clean-up crew.
All money raised will be split between the working students’ accounts. Youth must
attend church and Sunday School the day of the fundraiser before participating.

Mexico Fundraiser:
A Mexican meal will be served after the Sunday morning services to raise funds for
the houses to be built in Mexico on spring break. Funds will NOT go into individual
accounts.

Dinner Theater:

There will be a dinner theatre put on by our students during a
Sunday night service. Youth can earn money by serving dinner
or participating in the entertainment.
