Dear Parish Family:

There are few concepts more misunderstoanl titat of Catholic
stewardship. Immediately it becomes synonymous Vithd-raising.”
But that isnot what stewardship is about. Not at all. A good stelns the I_
person who takes care of whatever it is that sheedras been entrusted.

Uses it well, to good purpose. Doesn’t squandék {Latholic steward is one who receives
God’s gifts gratefully, cherishes and tends thegpoasibly, shares them with love and
returns them abundantly to the Lord.

Good stewardship affects every part of our livesid have wasted a talent, or dawdle
our time away with worthless pursuits, or squaraerresources, something inside of us
just doesn't feel right. That's because our inr@npass senses the right direction, even
when we sometimes wander off course.

On the other hand, when we are using our timetalents and our material resources
well, we feel in balance, in tune with God. We isalwe have been generously given those
gifts and, in turn, we are using them for good psgs. So | want to explore what | call the
secrets of successful stewardship.

First, give until it feels good Good stewardship is not about giving until ittsuit’s
more about feeling good. Think about it, how good jeel when you are generous, when
you are doing something that makes a differen@®meone’s life. That's what underlies
good stewardship.

Stewardship is already in your heart. There is $bmg deep within us that is good and
generous. | believe it is the divine spark thatd®oeathed into us at creation. Giving of
ourselves feels great; I'm not depleted at alfaket, I'm enriched. When | realize that |
make a difference, | no longer feel helpless otasse | am empowered with God’s power.

Second, see not obligation, but opportunity Like love, stewardship can’t be de-
manded from someone as an obligation. It is noedmtause | have to, but because | wan
to. The force behind stewardship is not externesgure, but internal passion. When you
realize the difference you can make, then you fooknore opportunities to make a differ-
ence.

The good steward is a conscious steward, not sygidward. He or she doesn’'t worry

about: “Am | doing enough? Did | spend enough tthexe? Did | use my talents to the
fullest? Am | as generous as | should be?” Goedatds do not second guess themselves
