Dear Fellow Servants of Jesus Christ, 
 

One of the most thoughtful and useful gifts that folks gave us when we left Pittsburgh was a GPS unit.  This little 
bundle of technology helped us newcomers get around Lexington and the surrounding areas.  What a comfort to 
know that no matter where we were, we could just push the ―Home‖ button and be guided back to our residence.  
GPS units are wonderful navigational aids. 
 

This week, we are launching an exciting, new program called GPS.  Even though our GPS stands for God’s Perfect 
Story, it is still a navigational aid.  Our goal is to help people on a journey through the Bible – from Genesis to 
Revelation.  During the next 12 weeks, our sermons will focus on some of the major themes and characters in the 
Bible.  After introducing a theme on Sunday, you will be invited to build on that theme through a devotional that will 
cover 5 days.  Our prayer is that this devotional not only helps you with your personal study, but that it also assists 

families in discussing the scriptures together. 
 

A recent study found in the book, Follow Me, by authors Greg L. Hawkins and Cally Parkinson, indicated that a large number of 
Christians are stuck in their spiritual journey.  If they are not stuck, then they don’t seem to be growing much.  The study indicated that 
reflecting on Scripture is essential in getting unstuck and growing as a believer in Christ. 
 

This study confirms what Christians have always known, but forget all too often. As Jesus said to Satan, ―Man does not live by bread 
alone, but by every word that comes from the mouth of God.‖  The Bible, the Word of God written, is spiritual food.  You and I need this 
spiritual food more than we need the physical food we so readily consume daily.  Let us grow strong as healthy, vibrant Christians that 
bring joy to our Heavenly Father in all that we say and do. 
 

I look forward to taking the journey through the Bible with you as we use GPS.  More information about GPS is available at our website, 
www.saxegotha.org.
