Migrant Ministry officially began June 8, 2010.  Please join us in welcoming to Saxe Gotha Pastor Henry Alfaro as our 
Migrant Minister and Jen Pilat to Saxe Gotha as our Migrant Ministry Coordinator.   
 

Pastor Henry Alfaro was born in Costa Rica to a Catholic family and at the age of 17 years he had an encounter with Jesus Christ that 
transformed his life and radically changed his goals and aspirations.  He began his ministry as a youth leader, while he studied at the Biblical Insti-
tute.  At the age of 21, he began his ordained service in Costa Rica at the Emmanuel Christian Center and it was there that he met his future wife, 
Elena.

Dear Fellow Servants of Jesus Christ, 
 

One of the most exciting aspects of our 
ministry together is our short-term mission 
projects. We just commissioned a team to 
serve in Kisuma, Africa from June 12-21.  
What are the advantages of such trips and why 
should you make it a personal goal to 
participate in one?   
 

1.  Getting a glimpse of the difficulty of 
missions work. It is one thing to read about 

what our missionaries do, but it is quite another to experience it 
for yourself.  You will discover just how hard and challenging 
the work of missions is.  Getting a taste of the challenges 
confronting our missionaries each day will open your eyes and 
help you pray for them more specifically. 
 

2.  Being taken out of your comfort zone. It is remarkable 
how God uses our being taken out of our comfort zone to help 
us identify areas in our lives that need to be addressed and 
placed under the lordship of Jesus Christ.   
 

3.  Learning about the struggles of Christians in different 
cultures. Most of us lead comfortable lives while most of the 
world struggles to survive day by day. The faith of the 
Christians who literally trust God for their daily bread is 
impressive and inspiring.   
 

4.  Encouraging our full-time missionaries.  Your willingness 
to come alongside our missionaries by being physically part of 
their work is a true encouragement to them as well as the 
believers working with them.   
   

5.  Serving others.  You will have concrete opportunities to 
serve others, perhaps in ways you never have before.   
 

6.  Sharing your faith.  Our short-term mission trips give 
people an occasion to share their faith in Jesus Christ in both 
word and deed.  A number of people on our trips discovered 
that they have grown in their ability to share their faith with 
others.  For the first time, some found themselves praying for 
people to receive Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior.   
 

7.  Glorifying God.  People come away from these trips often 
tired and exhausted, yet praising God for the work He has done 
through them and in them.  Lives have been changed, including 
their own.  
 

A goal that I have for Saxe Gotha is to have each member who 
is able attend a short-term mission project either in a domestic 
or international setting.  Not only will you be transformed 
personally, but our congregation will be radically changed.  
Please consider joining us on one of these trips.
