Dear Fellow Servants of Jesus Christ, 
 

As you may have heard from the 
newspaper and internet sources, the 219th 
General Assembly voted to remove the 
ñfidelity and chastityò standard for ordained 
officers.  This standard found in the Book 
of Order (section 6.0106b) states: 
 

Those who are called to office in the 
church are to lead a life in obedience 
to Scripture and in conformity to the 

historic confessional standards of the church. 
Among these standards is the requirement to live 
either in fidelity within the covenant of marriage 
between a man and a woman (W-4.9001), or 
chastity in singleness. Persons refusing to repent 
of any self-acknowledged practice which the 
confessions call sin shall not be ordained and/or 
installed as deacons, elders, or ministers of the 
Word and Sacrament. 

 

For this standard to be removed, a majority of the 171 
presbyteries in our denomination would have to concur.  
The debate and vote on this issue will be conducted over 
the next two years.  Such attempts to remove this 
standard by those seeking the ordination of self-avowed, 
practicing homosexuals have failed repeatedly in the past.  
In the meantime, the ñfidelity and chastityò standard is the 
standard for our denomination.   
 

While it is aggravating to have to debate this issue and 
defend the ñfidelity and chastityò standard seemingly after 
every General Assembly meeting, it nevertheless is the 
task to which our Lord has called us.  Just as the prophets 
were called by God to witness to the truth among an 
erring people, so we are called to witness to the truth 
among an erring denomination.  Indeed, it is an 
opportunity for us as Presbyterians to once again publicly 
affirm biblical standards for sex and marriage.   
 

Please know that the leadership of Saxe Gotha is 
committed to upholding biblical standards for ordination 
and will defend them.  Please keep us in prayer as we 
stand for what God has declared to be right and good.
