Scripture: Exodus 20:14 

Meaning: 
 

Last weekend, I, along with 7 other adult volunteers, spent the weekend with 29 of our middle school youth down 
at Garden City.  We had a great time hanging out, jumping some incredible waves, working together to prepare 
our meals, playing volleyball and just enjoying Godôs creation at the sea shore.  In addition to all the fun and 
fellowship, we took a look at the book of Ecclesiastes together.  Admittedly, the book is a bit of a downer unless 
you stay with King Solomon, the author, until the end.  He begins by saying that all of life is ñvanityò or 
ñmeaninglessò (chapter 1, verse 2).  Manôs pursuit of the things of the worldðfame, fortune, athletic 
accomplishments, material things, knowledge, and popularity will eventually leave us empty, never truly satisfied.  
This wisest of men concludes in chapter 12 verse 13 that the only thing in life that truly gives meaning to our lives 
is to ñfear God and keep his commandments, for this is the whole duty of man.ò  Within this framework of seeking 

to bring glory to God instead of ourselves, and living by His commandments, we can experience meaning in our lives.  We were all 
challenged to take a closer look at what we are investing our lives in.  Are we seeking to bring God glory through our worship, 
study, and service?  Do our extra-curricular activities reflect a commitment to the things of God?  In the years ahead, it wonôt 
matter what things we have accumulated, what earthly accomplishments we have earned, what fame or fortune we may have 
gained or what temporary happiness we may have experienced.  What will matter and bring meaning to our lives is how we have 
revered the Lord and lived out the things He has told us to do.
