The minister, dur-
ing the service, would cleverly, but obscurely, bless the tartans.

In 1941, Dr. Peter Marshall, a native Scot, Chaplain of the Senate
and Minister at the New York Avenue Presbyterian Church, Washing-
t on, D. C. , held a Kirkindéd o6 th
