When you attend: 
 8:30 Traditional Worship in the Sanctuary 
• Children ages birth to 4 years old ( after Sept 1) may attend our Nursery on 
the second floor of the main building. Please be sure to sign-in and give your 
child the proper Nursery nametag. Our friendly Nursery staff will be there to 
greet and assist you. 
• Children ages 4 years old (before Sept 1) through 1st grade are invited to at-
tend SPLASH children’s worship in the SPLASH Zone. Children are asked to 
stay with parents in the Sanctuary to participate in the service until the Children’s 
Moment, when they will be escorted by volunteers to the SPLASH Zone (gym). 
Parents, please pick your child up immediately following the service. Volunteers 
will not be able to take children to their Sunday school classrooms. 
• Elementary aged children, 2nd-5th grade are invited to worship in the sanctu-
ary with the adult congregation. Children’s bulletins and activity bags are avail-
able to help guide children through the service.

• Children ages birth to 4 years old  (after Sept 1) may attend our Nursery on the 
second floor of the main building.

SPLASH WORSHIP in the Splash Zone (Gym). Parents, you will need to take your 
child to the Splash Zone before the service begins. Our hosts and hostesses will be 
ready to check your children in by 10:40 am. After the service, please return to the 
Splash Zone to pick up your child/children. 
• Elementary aged children, are invited to worship with their families in the Light-
house. 
 

 11:00 Traditional Service in the Sanctuary 
• Children ages birth to 4 years old (after Sept 1) may attend our Nursery on the 
second floor of the main building. Please be sure to sign-in and give your child the 
proper Nursery nametag. Our friendly Nursery staff will be there to greet and assist 
you. 
• Children ages 4 years old (before Sept 1) through 1st grade are invited to attend 
SPLASH WORSHIP in the Splash Zone (Gym) and parents have two options for 
drop-off. (Please drop child off at door across from vending machine only.) 

• Option 1: Parents, you may take your child/children to the Splash Zone 
before the service begins (after 10:40 am). 

• Option 2: Children may also choose to stay in the sanctuary to partici-
pate in the service until the Children’s Moment, when a volunteer will 
escort them to the Splash Zone. After the service, please come to the 
Splash Zone to pick up your child/children. 

• Elementary aged children, 2nd-5th grade are invited to worship in the sanctuary 
with the adult congregation. Children’s bulletins and activity bags are available to 
help guide children through the service. 
 
Please join us for Sunday School from 9:45 am to 10:30 am 
Classrooms for children ages birth through kindergarten are located on the 2nd floor 
of the main building. If your child is in the nursery for the 8:30 service, you will not 
need to move him/her to his/her Sunday school classroom. The Nursery staff will do 
this to ease this transition. 

• Elementary children in 1st grade- 5th grade will meet first for a large 
group time in the Splash Zone. Parents will need to sign children into 
the Splash Zone for the first few weeks of the semester.
