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There are two Hebrew words that we translate into English as "ark." One word

refers to the giant boat that Noah built. The other word refers to the ark of the
covenant. This latter was a box or chest that contained at least the tablets of the

commandments, and, according to some traditions, the rod of Aaron and a vessel
of manna.
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Moses experienced God's presence on the mountain, but also in the tent of meeting.

In addition, God's presence was in-Qr more likely seated on-a throne above the
arkofYHWH.Thetwo traditionsof the tent and the arkcametogetherin the taber-
nacle. The tabernacle was so important that it was described in detail twice, first in

Exodus 25-31, as what, on Mount Sinai, God told Moses to make, and secondly in
Exodus 35-40, as a description of what was made followingthe directions given to
Moses.
