This lesson enriches both the lesson called Exile and Return (Volume2, p. 93) and
the lesson on the Prophets (Volume2, p. 100). The despair that denies its own reality

Teaching "facts," biblical or otherwise, cannot ac-
complish the transformation of despair to hope, when all the facts conspire to rein-
force the unacknowledged despair.
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
