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MOVEMENTS

Guide the wondering about Valen-
tine’s life by using these wondering
questions.

Show the children the booklet. Point
out the map of the world showing
where Valentine lived, the flag of the
country, the time line showing when
he lived, and the story printed in the
booklet to help the children know
Valentine better.

Model how to put the lesson back on

the tray and then carry it back to its
spot on the shelf.

Return to your spot on the circle and
begin to dismiss the children to their
work.

We remember Valentine because he loved so well.
I wonder what parts of Valentine’s story you like the best?
I wonder what part of the story is the most important?

I wonder what part of the story is about you or where you might
be in the story?

I wonder if we could leave out any part of the story and still
have all the story that we need?

Let me show you what is inside this booklet and how you can
use it to find out more about Valentine.

Now let me show you how to put the story away. Here is the
mortar and pestle for making medicine; here is the crocus like
the ones the little girl liked to pick; and here is the letter like
the one Valentine wrote to the little girl. Here is the booklet that
helps us remember Valentine. Here is the green (or purple)
underlay, because we remember Valentine during the green and
growing time of the year.
