March 23, 2010

It has been a while since I have given an update on the radio station. It will be called Radio Rio de Dios (River of God). It has been very frustrating to get the license. Let me share with you some of the history that has happened and give you the possibilities for the future.
Our original estimate for the radio station was for $80,000. We thought we would put in a low power station to meet our needs. However, because the terrain is mountainous we needed a much stronger station. We thought a 1000 watt station would be enough. However, the engineer told us that we needed 6,000 watts to get back into the mountains where many of the Lenca live. So our cost has been much higher.  
The building has been constructed and the property has been improved. Bro. Armando has planted orange trees to line the drive up to the station. The tower, equipment and everything else needed inside the building has not been purchased. We want to get the license first. 
Getting the station on the air has been a very difficult process. We purchased the land in July, 2007. During September 2007 our attorney told us we would have the 1000 AM frequency.  During November 2007 we ran an announcement of our frequency in the newspaper as required by law. The owner of the 1180 AM frequency in Gracias challenged our claim to the frequency stating he had previously requested the frequency.  
Our transmitter arrived in March of 2008 from Chile. In July 2008 we began construction on the building. November 2008 the building was completed. In March 2009 Engineers from Conetel spent three days studying the frequencies in Gracias. The owner of the 1180 frequency indicated he was receiving interference on his frequency. Our attorney represented us to Conetel. We offered to take the 1180 AM frequency even though it is less preferred. The reason is that our 6000 watt transmitter will cover the area without interference because he is only using a 2,500 watt transmitter.  
During this time there was much political unrest in the country. On June 28th the President of the country was escorted out of the country. Conetel basically shut down during this time. Our attorney worked for us with Conetel but she could not make any progress because of the unrest. The interim President appointed a new president of Conetel and the old president of Conetel began to be investigated for corruption. Our attorney told us we would be assigned the frequency in August 2009. However this did not happen. Nothing much was happening at Conetel because the election of a new president of Honduras was scheduled for November 29, 2009. In January 2010 we formally signed the papers which gave us the 1180 AM Frequency.  
Conetel is required by law to post an announcement in the newspaper for two week stating we will be assigned the 1180 AM Frequency. Once this has been completed, we anticipate Conetel will give sixty to ninety days notice for the current owner of the 1180 AM frequency to move to the 1000 AM frequency. We are praying that we will get the 1180 AM frequency by August 1st. We will have one year after receiving the frequency to get on the air. 
Today I am purchasing about 4 ½ miles of copper wire for a ground plane. There will be 120 spokes from the tower 210' long buried 1' in the ground. I am also purchasing two Acoustical room kits for the rooms with the sound boards and 5 boxes of acoustical foam to cover the walls in the two interview rooms. We have received a donation of 54 sq yards of carpet all of which will leave April 6th for Honduras. This should arrive around May 1st.  
Once we receive the license we will begin construction on the antenna and installing the copper in the ground. The cost for the antenna will be around $10,000. The installation of the copper will be about $5,000 as some of the radials will be in rock. It will cost about $6,000 to install the transmitter and get it hooked up to the antenna. The cost of the equipment for the "on air" studio will be $13,000 and $6,000 for the "production studio." The cost of furniture, training and other miscellaneous items will be $11,000. Initial start up costs of $20,000 is expected. The total needed is $71,000. It would be great to be "on the air" the first day possible. This would mean that we might get some listeners to the previous station for Radio Rio de Dios.

April 6, 2010
Attorney, Angela Aguilar, put the number of the frequency on Friday March 26, 2010 in two Newspapers in Honduras, La Gazeta, and The Tribune for a period of ten days. After that Conatel will give us the frequency.

A group from The Avenue Baptist Church of Waxahachie came to Gracias on  March 12 to 18, 2010. Pastor David Brown was the leader of the group.

Dr. Brown and Dr. David Deviney gave the conference to the pastors and leaders in La Finca El Capitan on March 13, 2010. Dr. David Brown also preached three nights in the revival we had in Gracias.

Pastor Jason and a group visited Las Flores, Lempirato support the leader Nelson Flores in an outdoor service at the park on March 13 at 7: 00 p.m.

The group visited Las Acacias, Intibuca for a special service on March 14, 2010 at 7: 00 p. m. They also visited New Zuptal, Copan to evangelize and give first aid medicines to 40 families. The group also visited Cruz Alta to have a service and donate first aid medicines to several families. David Deviney and a group of youth worked with the children of Cenicera. The children had a great time with the group.

The group that came to build the roof of the temple did an excellent job. They worked hard and finished the job in two days. Pastor Herman Sarmiento and the Church of Cenicera want to give thanks to Pastor David Brown and the Avenue Baptist Church for helping build the temple and donating the funds.

We are told by our attorney that we should here something official shortly after the completion of the newspaper notification. We believe we will get the frequency 60 to 90 days after the notification. Please pray we will get the frequency soon.

We have shipped carpet, 5 miles of copper wire and acoustical foam along with acoustical panel kits to Honduras. They should deliver these items directly to the station early in May. This will probably be all we will ship from here. The rest of what we need will be purchased in Honduras.

Please pray for Pastor Simeon in Cruz Alta. He was attacked by a drunken man in the village and later had to fight him. The village is taking the other man’s side as he is a Catholic leader in the village. For his safety Pastor Simeon he is having to sell his house and land to move to a new community. Please pray for him and his family.

The sewing project for San Pedrito, Municipality of San Manuel, Lempira will began on 
May 15, 2010.  We have two institutions helping us with the project. ( Coneanfo and Info)
 

1.      Info will send a teacher to San Pedrito from San Pedro Sula.  The teacher will be  paid by the State. The teacher will stay three months living in San Pedrito.

 

2.      Coneanfo lent us 20 machines for the project. They will also send a company manager to San Pedrito to train and teach the girls how to start a small company.

June 3, 2010
Thank you to the churches of Ellis Baptist Association for your prayers. We went to visit Brothers Martin and Lorenzo. They are out of danger. Bro. Martin is the leader who was shot and Bro. Lorenzo is the leader who was cut up by machetes. 

Honduras is currently in a National Emergency because of the Tropical Storm Agatha. Please keep praying for Honduras. 16 people have died in different places of the country. 
Here in our area of Lempira there are several municipalities that have been affected. Two people died, several bridges, coffee farms and houses have been destroyed.  

The President is asking for help to all the evangelical churches.  It is possible we will need help in some communities like food, medicine, sheets, and water.
On May 30, 2010, I had a meeting with 40 families of New Zuptal, Copan. I spoke with them about the project to provide filters to purify the  water. All families are willing to purchase the buckets, and filters to further purify the water. I promised them that the first time that Ellis Baptist Association will pay for the filters and we will teach them how to install the filters and they will purchase the buckets.(Larry's Note: The money for this is being provided by the World Hunger Offering collected by the Baptist General Convention of Texas. Our goal is to help them with the first filters and provide them at cost for replacements. A filter should last one year. We do not want to give additional filter to them because we do not want to create a welfare effort. Our plan is to maintain a stock for purchase at the radio station. We are purchasing the filters from the Texas Baptist Men.) 

The sewing project in San Pedrito is going very well. It began on May 10, 2010. We did not visit San Pedrito last week because the river took the bridge. But we are in communication with the teacher through the phone. The young ladies have learned how to make skirts. Thanks to the Association and the churches that are supporting this project.                                    

Attorney Angela Aguilar called me and said the resolution for the license will be given to us on the first week of June 2010.
