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Intentional Faith Formation

 òIf you shoot at nothing, you hit it every time.ó 
There is much truth in this old proverb. Very little 
happens without intentionality. Yet, our culture tends 
to value just the opposite. We value 
spontaneity, we value leisure, we value 
relaxationñespecially regarding those 
things that we do not absolutely have 
to do.  
 Most of us would not argue that 
when we are at work, we have to plan 
and act with deliberate intention. No one could pro-
duce a product or provide service without careful 
preparation and planning. Imagine going to a restau-
rant where none of the employees intentionally 
planned and prepared anything. First, there would be 
no one to greet you, because no one planned for you 
to arrive. Second, the tables would not be clean, be-
cause no one thought ahead for the next patron. Fi-
nally, there would be no food, because no one went to 
buy it, much less prepare it. Absurd? Sure it is. Yet, 
when it comes to the most important aspects of our 
Christian lifeñour spiritual devotion, growth and obe-
dience to Godñwe often have little or no intent or 
plan of how to go about it. 
 Now some Christians treat the church like a spiri-
tual restaurant. They correctly expect the employed 
staff to have planned and prepared for study and wor-
ship. They expect the building to be clean, classrooms 
and sanctuary appropriately arranged, teachers and 
worship leaders ready with thoroughly prepared les-
sons and sermons. Yet, without bringing oneõs own 
intentionality to learn and to worship, all of those 
preparations may fail to help a person grow in faith 
and action. Why? Because faith formation is not a lei-
sure activity. Indeed, there are times when leisure can 
contribute to our growth in faith. We all need unstruc-
tured times òto be still and knowó God. However, 
most of the time real growth happens because we 
plan, prepare and intend to learn and to worship.  
 How do we become more intentional about our 
own faith development? I would emphasize three 
things: time, place, and persistence. Nothing is inten-
tional unless a time and place have been set aside for it 
to happen. In other words for faith formation, we 
must plan times and places in which we will direct our 
attention to God and intentionally study Godõs word. 
Persistence is necessary, because real faith formation

 During the last week of July, 45 children 
learned about Jesusõ love for them, Godõs desire for 
them to use their talents to worship and to help 
others, and how Habitat for Humanity helps people 
use their talents to build houses.

The vol-
unteers included 24 adult members of UBC, all of 
our youth, 1 college student who was here for the 
summer, 1 friend of UBC, and 11 former Arts 
Camp kids who are now teenagers!  VBS would not 
have happened if it were not for each and every one 
of our wonderful volunteers.  Thank you so much 
for giving of yourself to minister to children in our 
church and community!

29When he had come near Bethphage and Bethany, at the place 
called the Mount of Olives, he sent two of the disciples, 30say-
ing, òGo into the village ahead of you, and as you enter it you 
will find tied there a colt that has never been ridden. Untie it 
and bring it here. 31If anyone asks you, ôWhy are you untying 
it?õ just say this, ôThe Lord needs it.õó 32So those who were 
sent departed and found it as he had told them. 33As they were 
untying the colt, its owners asked them, òWhy are you untying 
the colt?ó 34They said, òThe Lord needs it.ó (Luke 19:29-34;

During His ministry, Christ seldom used anything of 
His own to do His work. He borrowed water barrels 
to make wine, borrowed bread and fish to feed the 
hungry, and chartered boats to travel across the Sea 
of Galilee; even His tomb was borrowed.  In this pas-
sage, Christ directs two disciples to get a colt so that 
He may fulfill His prophetic entry.  Christ instructs 
the disciples that if anyone questions their actions, 
then they should say that this animal is needed by the 
Lord.
