THE BURDEN & THE KING

The King of Denmark once went out for a ride. He wanted to see his people and his
country's beauty. A visitor to Denmark was surprised to see the King alone riding his
horse unattended on the street. So he asked one of the citizens of Denmark if the King
didn't have a bodyguard. With obvious pride the citizen replied, "We are all his Body
Guard."

One of the best things about being a child of God is that we are part of God's family
and consequently we always have a bodyguard, a community. We always belong
somewhere - obviously among the Christians. Yet, like the Danes see the responsibil-
ity and care for their king, Christians see the responsibility and care for each other,
they look out for each other. Kind of neat when you think about it.

The rub comes when we are asked to accept outsiders on the same basis that we accept
the 'old friend' that does sound tough and hard to do and perhaps ever unfair. It
seems that we always have difficulty when we are called to expand the community of
God. Itis tough to care for the newcomer with the same concern or intensity that we
care for the long time friend in the church. Remember the story our Lord told of the
owner of the vineyard who sought workers to work in his vineyard all day long? So he
hired some at dawn, some mid-day and some late in the afternoon. Yet, he paid them
all the same wages at the end of the day. It seems that at the end of the day our Lord
valued all workers in the vineyard the same. Difficult lesson. Whose Church is it, any-
way?

There is an old wedding prayer that speaks of "our joys are now doubled, because the
happiness of the one is the happiness of the other. Now our burdens are cut in half
because we share the load." In our Christian fellowship we are reminded by our Lord
to follow him, 'because his yoke is easy and his burden is light." So as we share, as we
give to one another, as we carry one another's burden we find that the burdens are
light, the joy is doubled and that in the life of ‘following Christ' we find life, life abun-
dant.

It is a miracle when we take up our Cross and follow Christ in his Way, do our living
his Way and discover that the burden is lighter and the yoke is easier; indeed the
rough places are made plain.

The will of God will never lead you where the Grace of God cannot keep you.
