EXPERIENCING EASTERTIDE LITURGY

We're now well into Eastertide, the Great Fifty Bagf Easter, and are
headed toward Pentecost Sunday. Easter is theimpsttant feast of the
church year. In fact, since the early centuridgjsiians have been told that
if they are only going to receive Communion oncdrdythe year, it should
s be at Easter time.
& ~ The celebration of Easter doesn't stop at the drzhorch on Easter Sun-
& 4 ¢ | day, rather the celebration lasts until Pentecliskeep the celebration go-
b ing, we leave up many of the Easter decorationmguhat time. The new
Paschal Candle remains lit up front by the Altdre Beautiful tapestry altar frontal remains over
the altar. The white vestments continue to be wvayrrihe priests. The Pascha Nostrum (“Christ
our Passover has been sacrificed for us...”) coninade sung at the Breaking of the Bread. In
some places, like parts of the Diocese of NortHadiana, the clergy even sprinkle the people
with holy water during the Gloria as a remindethadir baptism.

There is also one particular element of the litutiggt you may have noticed is missing: the
Confession. There are solid theological reasonsiehis fairly common custom. In the days of
Lent, a season of penitence, we focus at lengthetfrexamination and reflection on our faults
and sins. At Easter and during Eastertide, thefoaas on our forgiveness and redemption.

Some people also refrain from kneeling during Eédgiee This also has ancient origins. In
fact, the Council of Nicaea (which was responsibleour Nicene Creed) in AD 325 actually for-
bade Christians to kneel and told them to praydsteyh

The Great Fifty Days of Easter culminate in Pende&unday, when we celebrate the coming
of the Holy Spirit upon Jesus’ disciples on the D&yentecost. We wear red vestments and en-
courage those attending to wear red clothing asrander of those mystical tongues of fire that
the disciples saw when the Holy Spirit arrived.ckiebrating, we also remember the gift of the
Holy Spirit that we received at Baptism and thaswanewed in us at Confirmation, and we re-
member that we have been empowered by the Sphb faithful disciples of Christ in the world.

Let us, then, go forth into the world rejoicingtire power of the Spirit. Alleluia, alleluia!
