We Christians live with the expectation of Christ’s return and the end of the world as we know 
it. Probably the oldest Christian prayer in the Bible is “Maranatha.” Wikipedia says this about 
the petition: 

Maranatha (either את אנרמ: maranâ' thâ' or אתא ןרמ: maran 'athâ' ) is an Aramaic word 
occurring twice in the New Testament (see Aramaic of Jesus) and also in the Didache which is 
part of the Apostolic Fathers' collection. It is transliterated into Greek letters rather than 
translated, and is found at the end of Paul's First Epistle to the Corinthians (1 Cor 16:22) . The 
NRSV translates it as: "Our Lord, come!" but notes that it could also be translated as: "Our 
Lord has come"; the NIV translates: "Come, O Lord"; the NAB notes: 

If the 
Aramaic words are divided differently (Maran atha, "Our Lord has come"), it becomes a credal 
declaration. The former interpretation is supported by what appears to be a Greek equivalent 
of this acclamation in Book of Revelation 22:20 "Amen. Come, Lord Jesus!""
