Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with 

every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, 4 even as he chose us in him before the 

foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless before him. (ESV Ephesians 1:3-4) 

You are destined to be holy! That is what Paul is ñonò about in writing to the Ephesians. He 

reminds them that Godôs purpose in saving anyone through the life, death and resurrection of 

Jesus Christ is to make them holy. Before the beginning of the world the Father providentially 

decreed that the one who believes in the Son ñéshould be holy and blameless before him.ò 

What does it mean to be ñholy and blamelessò and who is the one responsible to make the 

believer this way? The term used to describe this work is sanctification. When one repents of 

their sins and believes on Jesus Christ for Godôs forgiveness they are ñborn of Godò. This 

means that the Holy Spirit converts an individualôs heart to love and seek God. Once a person 

yields to Jesus as Lord, the gracious and continuous operation of the Holy Spirit consecrates 

that believer to the service of God. God purifies the sinner, renews his whole nature in the 

image of God, and enables him or her to perform good works that are pleasing to God and 

carried out by faith. Notice how Paul and Peter addressed our part in Godôs work. 

Since we have these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from every defilement of 

body and spirit, bringing holiness to completion in the fear of God. (2 Cor. 7:1 ESV) 

Having purified your souls by your obedience to the truth for a sincere brotherly love, 

love one another earnestly from a pure heart, 23 since you have been born again, not of 

perishable seed but of imperishable, through the living and abiding word of God; (1 Pet. 

1:22 ESV) 

While it is very decidedly a supernatural work of God, the believer can and should co-operate in 

it by a diligent use of the means which God has placed at our disposal. This is what Paul speaks 

of when he says, [God the Father] ñéhas blessed us in Christ with every spiritual blessing in 

the heavenly places.ò 

Sanctification is the battle each believer faces with the resources God has provided. It does not 

consist in a mere drawing out of what is already given in regeneration, but serves to strengthen, 

to increase, and to fortify the new life of following Jesus.  This life-style consists of two parts:  

the gradual removal of the pollution and corruption of human nature, (see Rom. 6:6; Gal. 

5:24) and  

the gradual development of the new life in consecration to God (see Rom. 6:4, 5; Col. 2:12; 

3:1, 2: Gal. 2:19).   

If you believe in Jesus Christ then you must co-operate in the work of the Holy Spirit to resist 

evil and temptation (see Rom. 12:9, 16, 17; I Cor. 6:9, 10; Gal. 5:16-23), and strive to holy 

living, (see Micah 6:8; John 15:4-7; Rom. 8:12, 13; 12:1, 2; Gal. 6:7, 8, 15). This striving is 

never finished. We must contend with sin as long as we live in this life. It is a life characterized 

by a constant warfare between the flesh and the spirit. The God given resources are confessing 

sin, praying for forgiveness, and striving for greater perfection in loving and serving God (see 

Romans 7:7-26).  

As we finish our study of Nehemiah we will be learning the importance of building good 

boundaries that help us in our pursuit of holiness. Iôm sure you will join me in finding Godôs 

Word challenging as we are called to let go of things we know are displeasing to God and 

thankfully looking to the Lord for the blessings of faithful obedience God the Father grants to 

those who trust in Christ Jesus. Please join me in praying that God will cause us to hunger and 

thirst for His righteousness.
