Through Dec. 31, 2011, the total expenses paodidjir
our budget totaled $406,296.28. The amount ofigina
budgeted for 2011 expenses was $405,372.17. Stigvee
good job of matching our budget, with a differen€enly
$924.11. And, these expenses include some unyitargiée

However, through Dec. 31, 2011, unrestrictedditined
offerings totaled $350,085.18.

Chettr eco-
nomic times in the past, we have a reserve to ¢tbeatiffer-
ence. After all expenses were paid for 2011, esgrnve totals
$263,044.97. Needless to say, our reserve woubtdper if
we did not have a budget shortfall. And, a shibdfahis
amount cannot continue for many years without cetajyl
depleting the reserve we have been able to maintain

On average, for 2011, monthly expenses were
$33,858.02 per month. Or, more realistically, eges aver-
"aged $7,813.39 per week. However, unrestricteestiand
offering averaged $6,732.14 per week. Obviouslynain-
tain a budget even at 2011 levels, we need toibatdrabout
an additional $1,100 per week. This would seemdik
daunting task in light of our current general ecoimocondi-
tions. But, to break the situation down into itsadlest and
most personal increment, if each week we have dif
members at worship, then the additional contrilmstioeeded
would amount to less than $10 per member.

During 2012, | intend to publish a budget updaizhe
quarter to help keep us on track financially. dwrwe are
all already in prayer for our congregation andahurch.
Perhaps we can all include a prayer for greategnstahding
how to be more frugal in our spending and more i@eIsan
our giving.
