As we move to the celebration of July 4th, 2018 | am grateful to live in a
nation where we acknowledge certain rights given by God. You may have
noticed presently that there are certain discussions about the attempt to
enumerate those rights as found in our constitution (i.e.,freedoms of
speech, press, and religion, the right to own and bear arms for their
defense). Rights that we may take for granted are those we often forget
(i.e., guarantees of due process rights, a fair and speedy jury trial and the
rights to know the accusation, the accuser, and to find counsel and
witnesses.) As we reflect on the blessings of our liberty in this nation, our
brother in Christ suffers in a foreign land without the blessings of liberty.

EPC Teaching Elder Andrew Brunson was arrested in the Turkish coastal
city of Izmir (biblical Smyrna) on October 7, 2016, and has been
imprisoned ever since. He and his family have lived in Turkey since

1993. At the time of his arrest, he was serving as pastor of lzmir
Resurrection Church in Izmir. His trial began on April 16. He faces charges
of espionage, acquiring secret political and military information, attempting
to destroy constitutional order and overthrowing the Turkish parliament,
and membership in an armed terrorist organization.

Nam Daejeon Presbyterian Church/ Global Christian Culture is located in Daejeon,
which will be our host church. This is the same Church we worked with last year.
Daejeon is South Korea's fifth-largest metropolis.

Daejecn had a population of over 1.5 million in 2010. Located in the center of South
Korea, Daejeon serves as a hub of transportation and is at the crossroads of major
transport routes. Seoul is about 30 minutes away by high-speed train.

SeoHae Wang Seong Presbyterian Church in Incheon. Incheon was home to just 4,700
people when it became an international port in 1883. Today, about 3 million people live
in the city, making it Korea's third most-populous city after Seoul and Busan.
