September 26th-Sunday School/Christian Education:  Your 
gifts on this day help to offset the high cost of Sunday School  
materials.  Much of the offering is for literature which is distributed 
to all of the Sunday School classes and benefits our children. 
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Report from Building Committee 
 The Building Committee made a report to the Consistory at 
their August 19th meeting regarding design and cost changes to the pro-
posed building expansion.  The committee requested a call for a special 
congregational meeting to proceed with the project.  The Consistory 
approved the request for a special Congregational Meeting on Sunday, 
September 19 following the 10:15 a.m. service for the purpose of delib-
erating and approving the plans as presented.  A special Towne Hall 
Meeting will begin at 7 p.m. on Sunday, September 12 in the Social 
Room to explain in detail all of the changes that have been imple-
mented in the scope of the project.  What follows is an explanation 
from the Building Committee written by David Bambauer, chairperson. 

After evaluating the surveys, the building committee has pre-
pared the following plans for the new church office complex. While the 
size of the facility remains the same, the exterior look is very different 
and will complement the church. The building will have a brick exterior 
to match the church as well as a painted steel roof. Numerous windows 
have been added to further enhance the exterior look and allow for 
natural lighting. The entry to the offices now will face the south side, 
next to the alley. 

The storage and catering room have been moved to the west 
side and the youth room/conference room to the east side. The mechani-
cal room also is on the west side, close to where the utilities will enter 
the building. The youth director's office was moved to the east end 
closer to the youth room. The work area and secretary office remained 
the same size, although the pastor's office was slightly downsized.  

The building’s heating and air conditioning will be provided by 
four separate units. This will include zone controls, which allows areas 
not in use to be operated separately, providing a significant savings in 
energy costs. We will be receiving an approximate utilities cost from 
Bruns in the near future which will be reported at our Towne Hall 
Meeting on September 12th. 
 Along with these changes, the budget also has changed. The 
new budget number for the project is $ 775,000.00 . The committee 
feels this number is obtainable and the project can begin as soon as it is 
approved.  
 The last question of the survey asked for opinions regarding the 
percentage necessary for approval of the project, which was in the pre-
vious motion. In the week following the meeting, several members of 
the congregation objected to the inclusion of this percentage in the mo-
tion. They researched through a certified parliamentarian the legality of 
adding this percentage to the motion. 
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In our church's constitution under Section VII paragraph 3 the  
following speaks to the percentage required for passage of any 
building project The purchasing or selling of property, the  
borrowing of money which encumbers the property of the church, 
and the remodeling and erection of buildings shall conform to the 
state laws and be determined only by majority vote of the mem-
bers assembled at a duly convened congregational or corporate 
meetings and entitled to vote thereon, or as provided elsewhere.  
Based on our constitution then no percentage may be included in 
the motion that may raise the bar for passage to begin such a  
project. 
 The committee thanks everyone for their patience and for 
understanding of the scope of this project. We realize we could not 
address all of the comments and suggestions but hope this pro-
posal is acceptable to the majority of our church family.
