EVEN STILLBORN, IT’S NOT A CHILD 

A Pennsylvania court case is pitting Pro-Life forces against abortion rights advocates. 
Dorothy Knappenberger has started a drive to have birth certificates issued for stillborns. 
It seems this is already practiced in 27 states. The crux of the issue is the wording of the 
bill, which originally referred to “baby” and “child” in its wording. A state house 
committee chairwoman amended the bill to remove all such references and replace with 
“fetus” or “fetal”. Nice, huh? How hellish do we want to become as a nation such that 
even delivered babies, though stillborn are considered not human! If you ever wondered 
how sick the mindset of abortion advocates is, here is a good example!  
 

When people directly oppose God’s will they claw for any justification, including 
dehumanizing children who are stillborn. I’ll bet the mother of the young deceased baby 
would love to know her great sorrow is over a “fetus” and not a real human; how 
comforting. Those who plan wickedness be visited upon children are not satisfied with 
terminating them in the womb. Watch out for “replacement words” or phrases which 
seek to distance Christian values from the public. Speak out lovingly but forcefully about 
it!  
 

 ALIENS? WHY NOT?  
“The fool has said in his heart, ‘There is no God…’ All have turned aside, they have 
together become corrupt (Psalm 14:1a, 3a).”  
 

Even intelligent people sound fairly stupid when they abandon belief in God. I.Q. 
certainly is no predictor of common sense, and one cannot judge the wisdom of an 
individual from their intellect.  
 

Astrophysicist Stephen Hawking made that point clearly when he warned this week that 
aliens may exist, but we should avoid contact with them. Pumping the latest “Evolution 
Channel” (Discovery Channel) special, Hawking suggested that an encounter would be, 
“…much as when Columbus landed in America, which didn’t turn out well for the Native 
Americans.” Such aliens in the series are fancied to be nomadic colonizers, who rape and 
pillage planets. Hmmm… this sounds like a reverse Avatar theme (Talk about insipid 
entertainment and mindless themes!) Regarding the potential for life in the universe 
Hawking stretches the truth a bit when he says, “To my mathematical brain, the 
numbers alone make thinking about aliens perfectly natural.”  
 

Well, maybe it’s “natural” for someone who in principle has written off God! Then I 
guess aliens are the next best “Savior” idea; or if you’re Hawking, “Satan” idea. Either 
Hawking is profoundly ignorant of recent studies such as presented in the book The 
Privileged Planet by Gonzalez and Richards, or he simply dismisses the massive evidence 
that the odds are overwhelmingly against there being life anywhere else in the universe! 
These same odds also are overwhelmingly in favor of a logical conclusion that our 
galaxy, solar system and world were designed! Hawking’s conjecture is simply not 
mathematical; it’s philosophical. Don’t be snowed by such pronouncements!
