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Veteran’s Day Prayer

     On November 11, 1918, the Germans and the Allied Nations, which 

included the United States, signed a document to initiate an armistice 

(cessation of hostilities), thus ending World War I. A year later, President 

Woodrow Wilson issued a proclamation designating November 11 as 

Armistice Day. It was to be a day of reflection — a day to remember 

those who died in the country’s service and to offer Americans the op-

portunity “to show sympathy with peace and justice in the councils of the 

nation.”  

     Wanting to recognize more specifically America’s veterans, Congress 

passed a bill changing the name of the day from Armistice Day to Veter-

ans Day. The change was made in May 1954.  

     On this national holiday, churches around the nation hold services of 

prayers and praise. Followers of the Prince of Peace pray for peace 

among the nations of Earth and for the day when “they shall beat their 

swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruning hooks; nation shall 

not lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn war any 

more” (Isaiah 2:4, NRSV).

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Our fantastic fall weather has helped construction crews get off to a 

good start on our new building addition.  The project began in early Septem-

ber with “dirt work” to prepare the site for construction, followed by the plac-

ing of water lines and storm sewers, as well as the concrete footings. 

 

As we head into the month of November, masonry work on the exte-

rior wall will begin on the west side and continue around to the east wall.  

Interior pier work will also begin.  The concrete pad has been poured at the 

base of the new elevator, and in November, the elevator shaft will be installed 

up to the roof.  By late November, Dean Snyder Construction is hoping to 

have the materials on site to begin steel work. 

 

By mid-November, crews will also hope to begin basic demolition 

work to prepare for a temporary handicap entrance on the south side of the 

current church building.  A temporary door will be cut into the south wall of 

Fellowship Hall, and access to that door will be made available from Kellogg 

Avenue.  As we get closer to opening this temporary entrance, look for up-

dates with additional information on who can use this door and how we will 

proceed. 

 

Beginning in November, we will also be able to utilize a short-term 

parking area on 6th Street near our north entrance to the Education Wing.  

Concrete has been poured to bridge the gap between the street and the side-

walk in this area.  It should be used mainly for passenger drop-off and deliver-

ies.  Anyone using this drop-off area should try to keep parking as brief as 

possible, and flashers must be used while vehicles are parked in this area. 

 

As we work through the construction process, we will all need to 

continue to be flexible and understanding as situations change.  Our Building 

Project Steering Committee will communicate these changes as quickly and 

effectively as possible.  If you have questions concerning these issues, please 

contact Building Project Chair Dale VanderSchaaf or Interim Facilities Coor-

dinator Gary McConnell.
