Crosses and Lent  
 

While we focus on the suffering and death of our Lord, the 

primary symbol for the Christian faith is the cross. During 

these days of Lent, we ask: 
 

Y If you have not yet donated a cross for our cross wall in 

Hanberry Hall, please do so. 

Y Wear your membership crosses at all worship services. 

Lost yours or donõt have one, please see Pastor Dale. These 

crosses help us get to know each other and help us identify 

and greet visitors. 
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Some of you are old enough to remember the Davy Crockett craze of our 

childhood.  Every child had to have a coon skinned cap.  Then came the hula 

hoop and designer jeans.  These were òmust haveõsó in their day.  Life was 

incomplete without them.  Today its flat screens, I-pods, and GPS systems.  

Every generation has its òmust havesó.  And the world changes. 
 

Trinity is also full of changes: new worship schedules, new hymnals, new 

leadership, new small groups, new?  Even the ancient season of Lent 

changes when it enters our calendar.  But Lent calls us back to what does 

not change:  Godõs love for you.  It calls us back to the time and place that 

love reached it fullest measure ð the love we have in Jesus who would die 

for us.  When Jesus said, òIt is finished.ó ð That became the one sure foun-

dation amid all the changes of life. 
 

And so we are called again to the cross and asked to make this one sure 

foundation the basis of our lives and decisions.  We are asked to make wor-

ship a priority, prayer a daily practice, and generous giving to those in need 

as a grateful response to Godõs mercy. 
 

Have we got caught up in the òmust havesó of this world?  Do we spend 

more time with the flat screen than with each other in worship?  Do we 

listen more to the I-pod than we do to God in prayer?  Do we look for di-

rections on the GPS more than we look for direction in Godõs Word?  Do 

we see our blessings as ours or as tool to bless others? 
 

Lent calls us back to basics, back to the sure foundation.  Hear the word, 

òCome unto me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you 

rest.ó  Matthew 11:28 
 

In the Cross, 

 

Pastor Dale  

pastordale_tlc@bellsouth.net 

Why and How Do We 

Use Ashes on Ash 

Wednesday? 

Ash Wednesday is the Wednesday 

of the seventh week before Easter 

and the first day of Lent. The day is 

named for the practice of imposing 

ashes, a practice which many       

Lutheran congregations have found 

to be a very meaningful part of the 

Ash Wednesday liturgy.  
 

Using ashes as a sign of repentance 

is an ancient practice, often men-

tioned in the Bible (e.g., Jonah 3:5-9; 

Job 42:6; Jeremiah 6:26; Matthew 

11:21). The early Christians adopted 

the use of ashes from Jewish prac-

tice as an external mark of peni-

tence. 
 

Ashes symbolize several aspects of 

our human existence: 

Y Ashes remind us of God's con-

demnation of sin, as God said to 

Adam, "Dust you are and to dust 

you shall return" (Genesis 3:19).  

 

Y Ashes suggest cleansing and re-

newal. They were used anciently in 

the absence of soap. On Ash 

Wednesday ashes are a penitential 

substitute for water as a reminder of 

our baptism.  

 

Y Ashes remind us of the short-

ness of human life, for it is said as 

we are buried: "earth to earth, ashes 

to ashes, dust to dust."  

 

Y Ashes are a symbol of our need 

to repent, confess our sins, and re-

turn to God.

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Some of my favorite T-shirt designs are from the òLife is Goodó company. 

Actually they now have all kinds of products. My favorite is of a beach um-

brella and a couple of beach chairs with their famous logo òlife is goodó un-

derneath it.  Life is good, at least for me while Iõm sitting on the beach.  

They also put a little patch on their t-shirts that says òDo what you like and 

like what you doó, a good reminder for most of us.  But, as we enter into 

the season of Lent in just 6 days, and I really am saying 6 days, the one t-

shirt that came to mind for me is that of two sandals with the statement 

òNot all who wander are lostó underneath them.   

 

Lent is our wandering time.  We wander in the desert, we wander in the 

bleakness of the season, and we wander our way to Calvary.  Sometimes in 

the midst of the wandering of repentance and self reflection it might seem 

that we are lost.  Life,  it seems, is like a labyrinth, where we wander back 

and forth, sometimes farther away from God and at times it seems like we 

might even be lost trying to find our way back to God, our center.  This is 

why that Life is Good slogan ònot all who wander are lostó seems so appro-

priate for Lent, for even when we wander as it may seem far from God ð 

we are not lost.  God walks with us.   

 

Lent is a time for us to stop in the midst of the hectic nature of life and re-

alize that we wander not alone.  Lent is a time for us to see on our journey 

the cross that is ever before us like the North Star directing our way.  Lent 

is a time for us to gain our compass back and to walk closer with God. 

 

Not all who wander are lost ð especially when we recognize that Christ 

wandered the journey first.

Music during Lent  
Some of our members have commented to me that the music during 

Lent, the hymns, the anthems, and the liturgy, always seem so sad or 

depressing or too slow like dirges ð or other similar feelings. There is 

definitely a different mood to the music of Lent. Sometimes the music 

is in a minor key, and to many people this equates to a sense of fore-

boding or somberness. More often, it is selected by the composer to 

match the meaning of the text that she or he has written. Sometimes 

these texts express our realization of our sinful human nature and 

our attempt to confess our sins, admit our weaknesses and ask for 

forgiveness. The music for such text would not fit adequately if it 

were bouncing and joyful and full of alleluias! Other times the text is 

contemplative ð pondering the mystery of Godõs grace and mercy.  

Some songs are indeed joyful as we realize that Christõs sacrifice for 

our sins has redeemed us through our baptism. Indeed, the remem-

brance and celebration of our baptism is a recurring theme through-

out the Lenten season. Lent can be a time of a wide range of emo-

tions and feelings evoked by the music we sing. Listen closely to the 

words and how they are matched to the tone of the music. Listen 

also for the variety in the songs we sing. Each one has a special place 

in our worship.

Through the combined efforts of eight (8) Lutheran congregations in Gwinnett County, we built and dedicated homes in Lawrence-

ville and Sugar Hill in July and November respectively. 

We raised $27,646 or 98.4% of our fundraising goal - which includes $4,410 in Gifts in Kind.

356 volunteers worked on our two homes. We exceeded our Lutheran and Thrivent members targets of 50% and 12.5% respec-

tively significantly.

Solving Your Cash Flow Chal lenge  
 

At one time or another, most people have found themselves strapped for cash.  An unexpected repair, the loss of a 

job, or simply unchecked spending can push a person into a cash flow crisis. Whatever the cause, the results can be 

nasty:  living paycheck to paycheck, putting too many purchases on a credit card without the means to pay them or 

even tapping into a home equity line for daily living expenses.  

 

Millions of Americans today face this challenge. Unfortunately, a crimped cash flow often means true prioritiesñlike 

building a financial safety net for emergencies, funding a childõs education and saving for retirementñgo ignored for the 

sake of just getting by.  Some simple tips can help address this challenge: 
  

 Keep track of expenses:  Recording all spending for one month helps to get a better handle on oneõs cash 

flow. Recognizing how much is being spent and where the money is going can be a real eye opener, but itõs a 

critical first step to seeing where to cut back and use dollars to fund other goals. 
 

  Establish goals to reduce debt:  Credit cards offer the easiest route to sliding into debt overload. The more 

cards a person has, the easier the slide. By creating a list of credit cards, interest rates, outstanding balances 

and minimum payments, one can see the problem and establish a plan to pay down the debt. Once a credit 

card is paid off, cancel it. To avoid backsliding, establish little rewards when goals are reached. A good rule of 

thumb going forward:  if you canõt pay for it with cash, donõt buy it. 
 

 Keep one emergency credit card:  After cutting oneõs debt, a person should cut up and cancel those credit 

cards. Keep one low-rate card for emergency use only.   
 

 Donõt misuse home equity:  Recent all-time low interest rates sparked a dangerous trend of people buying 

larger homes with bigger mortgages than they could afford. Originally meant for investing in home improve-

ments, home equity lines of credit began being tapped to pay for daily living expenses or frivolous pleasure pur-

chases. Avoid this mistake. Consolidate revolving debt with a home equity loan, since it may lower monthly 

cash outlays and provide a tax deduction.   
 

 Start a systematic savings plan:  Finally, by having a regular, systematic savings program, oneõs saving can be 

an automatic budget item just like other ònon-optionaló bills. Contributing to a 401(k) or an individual retire-

ment account and creating an emergency fund helps one save automatically while not needing to rely on credit 

in case of an unexpected event or job loss.   
 

Managing a cash crunch isnõt impossible. By taking charge of the checkbook, most people can both live for the present 

while investing in their future.
