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Why is Holy Week di f fe rent f rom al l  o thers?  

Each year at the Jewish seder meal, a child asks, òWhy is this night 

different from all other nights?ó  A series of four questions follows, and par-

ents pass on the faith by telling the story of the Exodus, the central story in 

the Hebrew scriptures of Godõs love and salvation for Godõs people.  A 

Christian child might also ask, òWhy is Holy Week different from all others?  

In all other weeks, we gather for worship only once.  Why in this week do 

we come so often?ó  Holy Week is a special time set aside each year to cele-

brate the life, death and resurrection of Jesus. 

 For families with busy lives, it may be 

tempting to worship on Palm Sunday and 

Easter Day but miss the great Three Days.  

We might feel these services are too 

somber and long for the shouts of 

òHosannaó and òAlleluiaó.  But these once

-a-year liturgies offer a unique ritual      

environment for the retelling of the central 

events of the last days of Jesusõ life and of 

Godõs saving act in the resurrection. 

 Certainly the gospel has the power to shape us throughout the year, 

but it does so in a focused way as we celebrate the saving mystery of Jesusõ 

death and resurrection.  We are shaped so that we become what we      

celebrate. 

 The promise of the gospel that cascades over us through the      

abundant riches of Holy Week has the power to do what it says, conform us 

to Christ.  The Holy Spirit, calling us through the gospel, helps us to be faith-

ful to Jesusõ word, òDo this for the remembrance of me,ó and keeps us 

united with the risen Lord. 

 We were reminded of our mortality at the beginning of our journey 

on Ash Wednesday when we received an ashen cross on our forehead but 

as we find our journey at another cross we see that even God is not limited 

by the dust of this earth.

Without a doubt, I can hear these words and find myself 

sitting in the front pew of St. Johnõs Lutheran Church in Ocean City, New 

Jersey at my fatherõs funeral, which was the only reason we were sitting on 

the front pew in the center section.  Our church was shaped like a cross 

and my dad, my sister and I would normally sit on the west side in the last 

pew.  It felt weird to sit in the front, even more to face the altar head on 

rather than from the side. My normal view was that of the huge modern 

stained glass window of Christ, pierced head and hands and feet.  At the 

back of each of the sections there was a window, but only this one had 

Christ. 

     So there we sat and rather than looking at the marvelous colors that 

made up this picture of Jesus there was a coffin and I hate to say I think I 

felt more than just a little òstingó.  But as I got up to go help distribute  

communion, I faced òmy windowó and I looked into Christõs dark eyes and I 

walked around and took the communion bread in my hands and as I       

repeatedly said òThe body of Christégiven for youó I had the heaviness of 

my loss lifted as I realized for I think the first time, the significance of Godõs 

gift.  He died that we might live. 

     As we approach the cross of Calvary it is with that significance that we 

face the tomb, it is with that recognition of what it cost God for our      

salvation, Godõs only Son that allows us to understand that death has truly 

been conquered.  As we shout our Alleluias at an empty tomb, it is as Paul 

writes òwe see in the mirror dimly but then we will see face to faceó.  òO 

death where is thy victory...ó God has held the ultimate trump card and 

won!

The music of the season reflects the joy with  

alleluias and the hymn of praise in the liturgy.  Most of us have a    

favorite season of the year.  In the calendar year spring brings new life 

with flowers and trees blooming; summer has vacation and sun and 

warmth.  Autumn comes with a relief from the heat and glorious   

colors of its own; winter is a resting time.  Likewise, the liturgical  

seasons of the church each bring their own features ð and most of us 

have a favorite òchurch seasonó too.
