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20/20 Vision  
 

We're fast approaching everyone's favorite time of the church calendar -- the Fall Stew-

ardship Emphasis! Our theme this year is "20/20 Vision," which began as a guideline for 

our committees. The 20/20 figure is a memory helper that reminds us to spend no more 

than 20% of our time on fund raising and no less than 20% of our time in service. This 

fall we'll be growing that understanding to discern God's vision for our lives and to in-

vite our Trinity family to prayerfully consider both a personal vision of responding to 

God's grace and a collective vision for the shared ministry of our congregation. 

Stewardship 101 teaches about managing our time, talent, and treasure, but I think itõs 

critical to start with our stewardship of Godõs Word. Make a point of confronting the 

Bible every day, whether you have a targeted reading plan, a special time & place, or you 

just read the daily Trinity e-devotionals email. Speaking of the e-devotional, there were 

some excellent ones in the last few weeks. On August 4th the text included Deuteron-

omy 8:3: 

He humbled you by letting you hunger, then by feeding you with manna, 

with which neither you nor your ancestors were acquainted, in order 

to make you understand that one does not live by bread alone, but by 

every word that comes from the mouth of the LORD. 

The devotion stopped you dead in your tracks with this challenge: òDo 

you dare to trust God with your life and all your needs?ó 

For me personally, that type of challenge has become the essence of my 

òtreasure stewardship.ó No one would have recommended giving away 

10% of our income when we committed to tithing in the middle 90õs. 

We had to borrow from our parents just to make ends meet because I 

was foundering away in a job I was ill suited for. But Godõs Word had 

been working on me, and I was drawn to make this the cornerstone of 

our financial life. Shortly after that I was able to change careers, and we began to ex-

perience the promise in Malachi 3:10. 

Bring ye the whole tithe into the store-house, that there may be food in my house, and 

prove me now herewith, saith Jehovah of hosts, if I will not open you the windows of 

heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it. 

Even more satisfying than the material blessing, has been the been the peace blessing, 

for I no longer carry the burden of òfamily provider.ó Itõs a worry I have happily dis-

charged to God, the creator and sustainer of all. 

On July 16 the text tied in nicely with our vision theme. Matthew 13:10 ð 17 (excerpt) 

But blessed are your eyes, for they see, and your ears, for they 

hear. Truly I tell you, many prophets and righteous people longed to 

see what you see, but did not see it, and to hear what you hear, but 

did not hear it.  

Jesus wants us to get under the surface of His parables, and perceive what they teach 

about the kingdom of God. The disciples were privileged to see and hear the ultimate 

teacher.

 Mission Statement 
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   On September 21st we will go through our annual ritual of asking every 

household of Trinity to pledge, or make an estimate of giving, for our 2009 

ministries.  Some truths: 

Those making a pledge in 2008 are fulfilling those pledges 96% of the 

time. 

In 2008, only 55% of our active households chose to make a pledge. 

Our shortfall this year, by in large, is not due to people not fulfilling 

their pledge but by a shortfall in our estimate of what those who did 

not pledge would give. 

   Obviously, getting more (everyone?!) to pledge is extremely important.  

So why doesnõt everyone pledge?  Here are some of the reasons I have 

heard throughout my ministry: 

It is nobodyõs business how much I give. 

My income is unpredictable so I canõt give you a number. 

I donõt pledge ð ever! 

Iõll feel bad if I donõt fulfill my pledge. 

See ð all the church ever cares about is my money! 

So here are some of my answers over the years: 

We work very hard at Trinity limiting who knows what each person 

pledges.  I donõt know.  Pastor Jill doesnõt know. Only the financial offi-

cer, treasurer, assistant treasurer, and the Stewardship Leadership team 

know. 

Income can be unpredictable.  Things can change.  But most of us have 

an estimate of what our income will be.  We are not clueless about our 

income. 

Never pledge?  How about to the power company when you pledge to 

pay your bill?  Mortgage company?  Donõt we pledge to pay our bills?  

So why not the church? 

   We all know we can and should do more in giving to the church.  Pledg-

ing isnõt about making us feel guilty.  It is about promising to God to use 

wisely what God has entrusted to us.  Pledging helps us be accountable. 

   No, the church doesnõt only care about your money.  In fact, I think Trin-

ity probably doesnõt challenge us enough about our giving.  Other than the 

kingdom of God, Jesus talks about our money as a sign of our discipleship 

and faith more than any other subject.  Pledging is really for you not the 

church.  Pledging makes us better disciples. 

Bottom line: Pray and Pledge on September 21st.  It is important.

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   What do you see when you look at our congregation?  Itõs easy to 

see things that could be better ð unfortunately sometime the stains of 

life just stick out.  Maybe the better question is where do you see the 

hand of God through our ministry at Trinity?  After 13 years of minis-

try here at Trinity my list can become pretty long with all the differ-

ent times I have seen Christ in and through you all.  All the worship 

services, fellowship times, service projects, choirs, children sermons, 

you name it and we certainly have had many opportunities for Godõs 

hands to be working. 

   Often though we arenõt really looking for Godõs hands working.

Being a steward of the gifts of God 

means that weõre only justé for the love of God.  When I was in col-

lege my father was responsible for painting the ceiling in our sanctu-

ary at church.

It took him about three 

months to cover everything.  About half way through I was home 

from college and my brother, who worked as an engineer, was at 

home as well.  My brother said to my dad, òYou know, you could hire 

a painter that could have that ceiling painted in a week and you 

wouldnõt have to spend all that time up there.ó My dad looked up at 

the ceiling and said something I would never forget.  He said, òYou 

know, youõre right, but hereõs the thing, there are people who sing in 

the choir but Iõm not one of them and there are people who feel 

comfortable getting up in front of the congregation reading lessons 

and prayers, but Iõm not one of them either.  And there are people 

who feel comfortable being in charge and managing the work of the 

church on the church council but Iõm not one of them either.  Iõm not 

going to lead a Bible study or teach a Sunday School class, but I can 

paint a ceiling.ó  My dad taught me about being a steward of the gifts 

that God has given me and that we all have gifts even if you think you 

òonly justéó 

   The ELCAõs statement now is òGodõs work, Our 

handsó.  We might not always see it, but when we use the 

gift, the things we do with it is Godõs work and our hands. 

May you see your hands doing Godõs work .

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The Trinity Lutheran Church Council conducted a mid-year retreat 

on Saturday August 16th.  The purpose of the retreat was to review 

council operational procedures, receive input from council members 

and make changes as recommended.  The key concern presented by 

council members is the lack of communications between the council 

and congregation.  The council executive team will work with council 

members to develop mission team notebooks and mission team plan-

ning guides.  These will be implemented during the 2009 Council Re-

treat planned for January 2009.  A council initiative identified during 

the mid year retreat was to get members of the congregation more 

involved in council programs and activities.  Look for the Council Notes 

in future editions of Trinity Tidings. 

This year has not produced the giving and tithing projected based on 

the 2008 church budget.  The council took action during the July 

meeting to reduce spending in all non-critical areas.  The shift from a 

printed to an òon-lineó newsletter is an example of changes to reduce 

spending.  In January, the main heating system for the sanctuary mal-

functioned and a new system was required.  This cost $27,000 not 

planned in the 2008 spending plan.  A similar air conditioning failure 

occurred in May in the air conditioning system in the Educational 

Wing.  This cost $11,000 in unplanned spending.  The council prayer-

fully requests that all members give as they are able to continue Godõs 

work through Trinity. 

Under the leadership of Key Helgerson, the Long Range Planning 

Committee conducted a Natural Church Development (NCD) Survey 

in June.  The purpose of the survey is to determine which of the eight 

areas of church development need to be improved to naturally grow 

the church.  The survey results are back and a òTrinity Health Teamó 

will be formed to continue the NCD process.  If you are asked by a 

council member or a pastor to participate in this, please say yes. 

The nominating committee to identify prospective members for the 

2009 council and Long Range Planning Committee is underway.  Tom 

Thompson gives leadership to this group.  If a member of the nomi-

nating committee calls you, please prayerfully consider your time and 

talents to serve God and Trinity as a member of council or long range 

planning. 

The More Room for All Campaign Sewer Line Project is well under-

way.  As you drive down Killian Hill Road and into the church parking 

lot, you see the activities of the contractor connecting Trinity to the 

Gwinnett county Sewer System.  More information on the sewer pro-

ject will be provided in future newsletters.
