(excerpt from Our Holy Father, pope John Paul IIôs homily) 

ñI Am the Living Breadò (Jn 6:51).  The 

message of Johnôs Gospel completes the 

liturgical picture of this great Eucharistic 

mystery that we are celebrating today...The 

words of Johnôs Gospel are the great 

proclamation of the Eucharist after the 

miraculous multiplication of bread near 

Capernaum.  Anticipating as it were the time 

even before the Eucharist was instituted, 

Christ revealed what it was.  He spoke thus:  ñI Am the Living 

Bread which came down from heaven; if anyone eats of this 

Bread, he will live forever; and the Bread which I shall give for 

the life of the world is My Fleshò (Jn 6:51).  And when these 

words brought protests from many who were listening, Jesus 

added;  ñTruly, truly I say to you, unless you eat the Flesh of the 

Son of man and drink His Blood, you have no life in you; he 

who eats My Flesh and drinks My Blood has eternal life, and I 

will raise him up at the last day, For My Flesh is food indeed, 

and My Blood is drink indeed.  He who eats My Flesh and 

Drinks My Blood abides in me, and I in him.ò  (Jn 6:53-56).

My dear brothers & sisters in Christ, 

 Perhaps we have not yet put away all the Christmas lights or Christmas decorations in our 

homes. Perhaps there are still stacks of Christmas cards on our desks which we are keeping there to 

remind us who to express our gratitude to, if we get around to it. Perhaps there are half-opened 

gifts in our homes which are still in their bags or boxes. And yet we are already halfway through the 

month of January 2012! Whatever happened to 2011? 

 A few days after New Year, I was reading a magazine that did a retrospective of the year 

that just ended. From an international and national perspectives, 2011 was a difficult year marked 

by natural catastrophes that devastated so many people. The lackluster economic situation continues to afflict and impoverished so 

many. Many countries continue to struggle with despotic leaders, quite a few of them were already deposed from power.  The so-called 

ñArab Springò continues unabated. A few terrorists and dictators died violent deaths. Quite a few celebrities succumbed to their mortal 

end. While this list seems generally negative, my hope is that our individual families in our parish were not so negatively afflicted one 

way or another. And if we were, we can always look forward to this New Year to be better on all fronts. We tend to look forward to a 

New Year. We like to think that the New Year will be better than the previous year. I think this is built into our human system: to 

anticipate a better well-being in terms of health, financial status, relationships, etc. 

 We are already halfway through January 2012. Whatever it is we are wishing or desiring for this New Year, know that this 

ñgift of desireò is also from God. And we tend to look forward to a brighter tomorrow because God also built this ñspirit of hopeò 

within us. Remember, hope is a Christian virtue. A virtue that positively considers that darkness is followed by light, that a catastrophe 

presents an opportunity for growth, that a hopeless past brings about a promise-filled tomorrow, that death brings about life. We call 

this the Paschal Mystery, which is simply the ups and downs of life. Please know that whatever happens this New Year, God is with us 

every step of the way.
