My dear friends in Christ, 

 Traditionally, historical eras were designated as either BC or  AD. BC stands for Before Christ and 

covers the era before Christ was born. AD, on the other hand, stands for Anno Domini which literally translates 

as Year of our Lord. AD begins from the birth of our Lord Jesus Christ to our present time and into the future. In 

fact, every year after Jesusô birth is a Year of our Lord. With this explanation, an increasingly secularized world - 

especially among people who do not subscribe to the Christian faith - is now pushing for another historical 

designation that does not reflect any religious connotation. Instead of BC, BCE is now used in some quarters. And 

instead of AD, CE is being used. BCE stands for Before Common Era. CE, on the other hand, stands for Common Era. Iôm sure I am 

biased but Iôd rather stick to BC & AD!  And hereôs why. Anno Domini, or Year of our Lord, announces the immediacy of every New 

Year. Itôs not a case of same-o same-o, itôs also not a case of ending or beginning  - it only means that another year is yet upon us and 

with it comes another opportunity to realize Godôs kingdom here on earth. In light of our Christian faith, I think this is so positively 

profound and incredibly powerful. 

 Our Gospel this Sunday announces the immediacy of Godôs kingdom among us this year. In this New Year 2012, in the here 

and now: ñThis is the time of fulfillment. The Kingdom of God is at hand.ò This means that the ñKingdom of God,ò as well as ñits 

fulfillment,ò are not tied to human configuration or chronological time; they are the timeless reality of Godôs saving presence. And just 

as the original disciples were invited to participate in the ñYear of our Lordò during their lifetime; and countless believers over the 

course of history were likewise invited to also participate; every man, woman and child in our own time, in the year 2012, in the here 

and now, are also invited to participate in this ñYear of our Lord.ò 

 For us who are parishioners of St. Joseph Catholic Church, this means continuing our vocation ñto ministerò and ñto 

evangelizeò within our faith community. This means supporting our endeavor to build a new Parish Center so that our present and 

future generations of Catholics in the Grand Valley can continue the work of building Godôs Kingdom in every Year of our Lord. 

 May your generosity be returned to you a hundredfold!
