My dear brothers & sisters in Christ, 

 At one time or another, Iôm sure we have heard this expression: ñDo as I say and not as I do.ò This 

saying is a testament to the fact that it is much easier to articulate what is right and good than to actually do 

it. Iôm afraid this really smacks of ñhypocrisy.ò How can we exhort anybody to do what is right and good 

when we ourselves could not do so. Whatever comes out of our mouth should be reflected in our actions. This 

gives our voices ñcredibilityò and ñauthority.ò  In our Gospel this Sunday, Jesus is identified as someone 

who teaches ñas one having authority and not as the scribes.ò The scribes identified by the evangelist Mark 

were the contemporaries of Jesus who prided themselves as the ñsmart ones,ò those who were ñin the know.ò And yet, for all their 

knowledge, they were totally out of touch with the common people. They prided themselves as knowledgeable about the ñlawò and yet 

they did not really practice the law. Meanwhile, Jesus spoke with authority because he knew his own people, he understood their needs 

and concerns because he grew up and lived among them. Moreover, he spoke with authority because he was revealing a benevolent 

God to his contemporaries by healing them of their illness and driving out the unclean spirit from the possessed. 

 Essentially, this Gospel is meant to help us understand who God is for us. God is our absolute authority. So many people in 

authority who claim to be our leaders often betray us. The news in the past year, for example, was dominated by leaders who ended up 

being exposed for the hypocrites that they were, some of them even lost their lives ignominiously for betraying their own people. Our 

God is not like that at all. We have just concluded the Christmas Season two weeks ago and we were once again reminded of the 

Mystery of the Incarnation. On one level, this means that God assumed our humanity through Christ. On another level, this means that 

our Lord Jesus Christ also incarnates who God is for us: the ñsupreme authorityò who truly cares, who truly heals, and who truly 

loves us. 

 May we all learn to put our trust in God.
