A Covenant for god�s people 
A covenant is a promise that each of us makes to each other.  Our Covenant guides 
us in practicing loving and civil behavior within our youth group and within our 
church family as a whole.  It is also a significant symbol of our faithfulness to god 
and to each other.  Our covenant does not seek to change personalities (each of us 
is a unique creation of god).  it seeks rather to guide behavior so that each youth can 
participate most fully in god�s church. 
 
Covenants are an important tradition in our Christian history beginning with  
Abraham and as god�s children we continue to practice this tradition. 
 
Our promise to god 
We promise to pray, alone and together, to honor God, and to thank God and to ask 
for His help and guidance in our own lives and in the lives of other youth and adults 
within our church family. 
 
We promise to maintain Christian habits such as regular church attendance, Bible 
study, prayer, and participation in church activities and services. 
 
We promise to set a worthy example for the world, as people who strive to be more 
worthy of Christ and to follow Christ and His example for living. 
 
We promise to give regularly of the time, money, and abilities given to us by God. 
 
We promise to become informed about Christian work around the world and to  
support this work. 
 
Our promise to our  youth group 
We promise to be good stewards in our relationships with others, because our  
relationships are a gift from God and a measure of our stewardship for God. 
 
We promise to respect and to care for each other, to cherish the unique  
personalities of other youth, and to practice behavior that is inclusive and  
welcoming to all youth and adult leaders. 
 
We promise not to gossip and not to insult others. 
 
We promise to only engage in words and behaviors that build up our youth group 
and each other, to listen to others with an open and non-judgmental mind, always 
considering that they have the best of intentions. 
 
We promise, after prayerful consideration, to speak first in love with the person 
who we feel wronged us.  We promise not to discuss our complaints with others.  If 
we feel the matter needs to be discussed further, we promise to seek help from a 
staff member or another member of the Christian education ministry team.   
 
If a youth acts judgmentally or inappropriately, the director of youth or another 
adult leader  shall step in and provide appropriate boundaries and leadership so 
that the youth may be held accountable for their actions and a fair compromise can 
be made to discuss and prevent future inappropriate behavior.
