Daisies 
through Stars are now known as 
“Mpact Girls Clubs” and Friends 
and Girls Only are “Teen Girl 
Ministries”.   

Candy Tolbert, our national 
director, explained that the new 
name helps our ministry branch 
out to better communicate how 
our ministry can shape girls so 
that they can impact their world. 

This name change will not affect 
our curriculum.  Changing to 
Mpact Girls Clubs will not 
require churches to buy all new 
curriculum and support 
materials.  The clubs will 
continue to be Rainbows, 
Daisies, Prims, Stars, Friends and 
Girls Only.  As products are 
reprinted, they will reflect the 
changes.
