     We all know relationships are important, but we 
also recognize they can be challenging and compli-
cated. Thatôs why this monthôs theme is ñIn the 
Company of Others.ò Last Sunday I reviewed eight 
ways from Romans 12 to bless other believers: de-
votion, unselfishness, enthusiasm, hopefulness, 
consistency, prayerfulness, generosity, and hospital-
ity. That first item deserves some extra attention. 

     Devotion is an overwhelming challenge in rela-
tionships. Webster defines devotion as ñthe fact or 
state of being ardently dedicated and loyal to some-
one or something.ò In other words, devotion requires 
intense commitment. Therein lies the challenge. To-
day weôre barraged by constant change. Lifestyle 
changes. Job changes. Technology changes. Did 
you see the Allstate ad that claims the average 
American moves 11 times in a lifetime? No wonder 
we find it so hard to form intense commitments.  

     Iôve pondered what Paul had in mind when he 
challenged Roman church members to ñbe devoted 
to one another in brotherly loveò (Rom. 12:10a). 
Clearly a commitment to Christ as Savior and Lord 
in the first century meant living a common, depend-
ent life. The Jerusalem believers spent time together 
in prayer and studying Godôs Word. Acts 2 tells us 
they shared meals and met tangible needs, physical 
and emotional, for each other. 

     Acts also tells us that early Christians continued 
their dedication and loyalty as they moved to new 
places. Paulôs letters often mention friends on his 
prayer list. His second missionary journey began 
with return visits to cities where heôd started church-
es and friendships. Paul must have mastered the 
long-distance devotion I find so challenging. 

     So how do we become more devoted to each 
other at Foothills? If being devoted to God means 
pursuing that relationship, can we increase our de-
votion to our church family by prioritizing those rela-
tionships? Imagine the difference if we were ardent-
ly dedicated to each other. Would we look for more 
time with others so we could know them better? 
Would we seek ways to pour love and encourage-
ment into their lives? What would more devotion to 
other Christians look like for you? 

     For me, John Fawcett is a great example of 
Christian devotion. Fawcett pastored a small church 
in rural England in the 18th century. The villagers 
could pay little, so Fawcett was often paid in pota-
toes and other produce. Once John and his wife 
had children, they found it difficult to survive. 

     When Fawcett learned of a job opening at a 
larger London church, he signaled his interest. The 
church called him to be their pastor for a much larg-
er salary, so John and Mary prepared to move. But 
Mary couldnôt go. She told John she couldnôt leave 
the people theyôd learned to love. When John ad-
mitted similar feelings, they unpacked their wagon 
and told the London church they werenôt coming. 

     Fawcett later wrote a hymn, ñBlest Be the Tie 
that Binds,ò to convey his feelings about that experi-
ence. (You can find the lyrics online.) Fawcett 
stayed and served that poor, rural church for the 
rest of his lifeð54 years in all. 

     Whether God leaves you at Foothills for one 
year or 54, hereôs my prayer: God, help us to be 
devoted to one another in brotherly love.
