GOSPEL ALIVE 
 

“What good is it if a man claims to have 
faith but has no deeds? Can such faith 
save him?” 
James 2:14 
 
I’ve heard it suggested that we might 
ignore this portion of James because 
seemingly it conflicts with Romans 3:28: 
“For we maintain that one is justified by 
faith apart from observing the Law.” 
 
I find that ironic. Real faith in Jesus Christ 
cannot remain internally hidden. To follow 
the model of Jesus is to imitate his love at 
every opportunity. This is no conflict. The 
following quotation sums it up well: “The 
question is not whether we have marked 
our Bibles, but whether our Bibles have 
marked us.” (unknown) 
 
What makes personal faith real? James 
suggests the following: 1) Personal faith is 
legitimized by compassion; 2) Personal 
faith is realized by obedience; 3) Ministry 
legitimizes personal faith.  
 
As we worship together and listen for 
God’s voice, don’t expect there to be a 
conflict between faith and works. They go 
hand-in-hand, and that’s what makes the 
Gospel come alive.
