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This summer Aaliyah Jones participated in the Organization of Black Aerospace Professionals (OBAP)
Solo Flight Academy (SFA) sponsored by Delta Airlines in her birth city of Atlanta, Georgia. This program
was a two week submersion in aviation training designed to excite and increase exposure to
opportunities in aviation. The training culminated with an unforgettable solo flight experience. While
enrolled in the academy, Aaliyah received approximately 40 hours of cursory and condensed ground
school, which detailed federal air regulations, basic meteorology navigation, basic engine theory, aircraft
performance, basic maneuvers, STEM core principles, and the Airman'’s Information Manual.

Upon completion of the ground school and approximately 20 hours of flight time, Aaliyah was cleared to
serve as “Sole Manipulator” for the first time. This required that Aaliyah successfully take off and land
three times “alone” in a C-20 airplane. Aaliyah was 1 of 12 students selected for this opportunity. She has
been recommended for Tuskegee Next, an eight week program in Chicago next summer, where she will
broaden her training in aviation before heading to college for her first semester next fall. With God's
grace and blessing, don’t be surprised to see Aaliyah in the cockpit as you board a commercial airplane
in the future.

Aaliyah Jones is currently a 16 year old senior at Benjamin Franklin High School and aspires to be
Commercial Pilot with DeltaAirlines.
