DINNER GROUPS
The Dinner Groups have been going on since 1991!
The “dinner group” consists of 6-9 people in a group made up of couples and singles.  Each “unit” hosts a dinner, brunch etc. once during the 6 month period of time.  The groups change each July and January and you are asked to sign up each time so that we are sure only the people who want to actively participate are included.  This way, people who do not want to participate are not put into a group.  It’s not fair to the others to sign up and then not take an active part.

The host usually provides the main dish and whatever else they want to.  The guests are asked to bring side dishes, wine, bread etc.

We like to say that there are “no rules”, be creative!  You could plan a dinner in one’s home, a picnic, or a brunch, a restaurant (we suggest you go “Dutch”) for those who want to get together but are not into “entertaining”.  One person/couple is designated as the contact person and expected to get things started.  (We do not start out using email – a phone call is more personal.  Email can certainly be used after initial contact has been made.)
New lists with the group assignments are mailed out twice a year.  It is a wonderful opportunity to get to know people you have never met before or get to know the people you have only seen from a distance.  Sometimes you are even put into a group with people you already know.
