Crafting a Promise
to Remember

uring this past year, St. Peter's

Sunday School students and
teacher Tracy Winsor participated in a
poignant gathering, the “Butterfly
Project,” which allowed them to bring
about their artistic talents while
honoring children who perished during
a horrific period in the world's history:
the Holocaust.

Sponsored by the Levine Jewish
Community Center, the “Butterfly
Project,” a nationwide endeavor,
was conducted at St. Peter's by Ed
and Roberta Bograd of Temple
Israel and Herm and Barbara Ziegler
of Temple Beth El. The project was
an outgrowth of Jewish-Christian
dialogue groups who met last fall in
preparation for the most recent
Kennedy Lecture.

THE BUTTERFLY PROJECT

Zikaron V'Tikvah -
Remembrance and Hope

The Butterfly Project is an artis-
tic and educational project serving
as a powerful visual representation
of the 1.5 million children who died
in the Holocaust. The Project was
begun at the San Diego Jewish

Academy and was inspired by
the documentary Paper Clips and
the poem “The Butterfly,” written by
a young man during the Holocaust
who died in Auschwitz.

The Butterfly Project also pro-
vides a wonderful opportunity to
honor Holocaust survivors, teach
today’s youth, and bring both the
Jewish community and greater
Charlotte Community together

through hands-on artistic collabo-
ration.

Volunteers cut out the ceramic
butterflies which are first bisque
fired and then taken by the
Community

Program Team to organizations,
clubs and school classes in
Charlotte for individuals to paint
their own butterfly.

Our goal is to paint and glaze
2,000 butterflies to be hung in a
prominent place at the Levine
Jewish Community Center during a
celebration sometime in 2009-
2010. The project was initially
funded by a grant from the Lenora
Stein Educational Fund and
continues with individual and
group donations.

There is no cost to participate
in this project. We do give partici-
pants an opportunity to make a
donation if they wish to help us
keep the project going.

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A Lasting Gift

The unfinished Baptismal Pool was
used with a canvas image of the tile
design at this year’s Easter Vigil
service. The final installation of the
mosaic tile and grout was completed
in May.

Project:

Fr. Joe asked if Gelbach
Designs Inc., where | work, could
create and install a baptismal
pool. He said he wanted the
water be “alive and have move-
ment,” to be covered in a mosaic
with a design of the Jesuit IHS
and the inscription, “If you
have died in baptism with
Christ then you will be born
to everlasting life.”

This pool is given by the
Jesuits in honor of their brothers
who have served at St. Peter's. It
is another gift of Fr. Joe's legacy
through his vision and love for
Christ, for us and this old
church.

Gelbach had never built a
baptismal pool. Starting from
scratch it seemed like a complex
project.

Details:

Many choices had to be
made, everything from selecting
building materials (mosaic stones
would be glass, tile, marble?),
choosing a mosaic artist, and
which type of material would be
used for the pool's tub to how
would we plumb the pool?

Other factors had to be
considered as well, such as
supporting the church's struc-
ture with the added weight of
the pool, the cost of the proj-
ect, and how would we give the
water "life"?

After much research for
a mosaic artist, | had the good
fortune to discover Ballantyne
artist, Annette Cossentine, who
studied in Venice and specializes
in Mexican Smalti.

While driving in heavy
traffic one day, | spotted a van
featuring a logo for fountains.
| sped up recklessly and
memorized the phone number.
Miraculously, the woman who
answered the phone was St.
Peter's parishioner, Colleen
Brennan, who helped me find
water proofing expert Billy
McKnight, who also installed
the finished mosaic art with his
co-worker Roy.

Gelbach Designs' Shannon
Russell was essential to the
project, having designed and
built the pool's wood trim and
making all of the engineering
decisions, including TIG welding
the aluminum tub and bracing
the subflooring.

Buck Rackley, of Gelbach
Designs, designed the layout
and provided the artist with a
graphic template. Ken Gelbach
closely examined the details and
quality. Daphne Dwyer of St.
Peters agreed to think about
designing some plants for
around the pool, possibly incor-
porating the Pascal Candle.

Years from now, | hope
others can intuitively feel the
love that has gone into this
project, that same love Fr. Joe
leaves us with this baptismal, his
lasting gift to St. Peters.

Archivists Needed

St. Peter's has a vibrant, long history
in Charlotte, one that is worth
preserving for the Catholic presence in
the Carolinas, for former, current and
future parishioners, and all those who
visit us.

We have some photographs, files,
local newspaper and magazine articles
pertaining to St. Peter's and our sur-
rounding area that have been gathered
over the years that could be catalogued
and made more readily available for
parish reference. In more recent years
our bulletins have been bound by J. S.
Paluch. Prior years are available and
need to be placed in binders.

Needed are some volunteers with a
variety of time and talents to organize
what is already available, work in
tandem with the parish staff and
ministries, and insure that Parish
archives are maintained.

Here are some things to consider:

Preferably a team comprising
younger to more established parish-
ioners, allowing for a nice cross-
section of skills, interest, history with
and knowledge of the church.

but hopefully longer would be ideal,
allowing cohesion and to nurture
familiarity with one another's skills
and the archiving process.

A willingness to cover church activi-
ties, taking photographs or video,
along with providing the pertinent
information that should accompany
these activities: names, events,
dates, places, etc.

Some of you may be unable to cover
events but may have to attend one for
a family member, perhaps a First
Communion. Consider providing
photographic or other media-related
copies and the information identify-
ing them for the archives.

Those who may already have past or
current church-related recorded
events may want to donate the
originals or copies, along with any
relevant information. Photos are
welcomed, but they really need to
have names, dates, etc.

New Organ
Console

St. Peter’'s has a new organ
thanks to the generosity of
several donors. The old console,
which was used when the church
acquired it, had been deteriorating
for years. Both the keyboard action
and the stop action had become
unreliable, resulting in sudden
silences or stop changes that often
disrupted worship.

The new console, constructed
of oak and mahogany, (below) has
tracker-touch keyboards and a
radiating concave pedalboard built
to American Guild of Organists
specifications. The side and back
panels were carved to match the
design of the chancel wainscoting.
The new contact design and com-
puterized stop action are fully
adjustable, providing generously
for every liturgical need, especially
in an active parish where the organ
is used for daily Mass in addition to
heavy weekend and wedding sched-
uling. Please feel free to drop by the
choir loft after Mass and see this
wonderful addition to our worship!

Lying Awake
by Mark Salzman, 2000

Mark Salzman’s
“Lying Awake” is a
wonderful short novel
that reads as easily as
a beautiful book of
devotionals.

Here is the story
of Sister John of the
Cross, a nun in a cloistered
Carmelite Monastery outside of Los
Angeles. What the book lacks in
plot, it makes up for in character
study. Just 181 pages, you could
read it in one sitting. If you do, you'll
want to go back and read it again for
the insight and the prayers.

Sister John’s story
is one of a woman who
is craving God and is
blessed with mystical
visions, spells of
intense light, and the
comforting assurance
of God’s incredible
presence.

These ecstasies are
followed by periods of
hypergraphia — the
uncontrollable need to
write. (In her case —
poetry).

The reader is lured
into her spiritual dilemma when
Sister John of the Cross is diagnosed
with an operable brain tumor that
may be the root of these mini
seizures.

Sister John’s journal entries are
worth the read. | found myself copy-
ing her lines into my own journal:
