Dear Friends in Christ,

On October 31 we celebrate 500 years of
the Protestant Reformation. The
Protestant Reformation? You may be ask-
ing, "What was that again?" Essentially it
was a protest. A protest to bring about
reform. People had lost faith in the author-
ity of the leaders of the church. Mainly,
they objected to corruption by the papacy.
For example, important positions in the
church were sold to the highest bidder. In
addition, the Roman Catholic church
would hand out penances (punishments)
for sins, but for a fee, one could buy an
"indulgence" in exchange for the penance.
Much of the money went into the pockets
of the priests. Another big issue of con-
cern was how church teachings no longer
seemed connected to scripture.

So a few folks with last names such as
Wycliffe, Huss, Luther, Zwingli, and Calvin
protested. Famously, it is said the key
moment came when Martin Luther of Ger-
many wrote 95 theses about reforms that
needed to take place and nailed them to
the door of Castle Church in Wittenberg.
About the same time, Ulrich Zwingli was
demanding reforms in Switzerland. Later,
John Calvin came along and was a major
influence on establishing Reformed Theol-
ogy, out of which our Presbyterian denom-
ination comes. He worked with John Knox
in Switzerland, and the Presbyterian
Church was born.

The reformers whom we understand to be
important figures in the history of the
world were not seen as such back then.
They were seen as lawless scoundrels
who the authorities demanded be impris-
oned and sometimes even killed. They
were despised by many.

A Word from Our Pastor
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Fast forward 500 years. There are pro-
tests in the streets of St. Louis and other
cities as well as on the football fields of
the NFL. While protesting is not every-
one's way of calling for reform (some write
letters, others run for office, and still oth-
ers work through the legal system), pro-
tests have been around for a long time.
Jesus'’ turning over the tables in the tem-
ple is witness to the fact that protesting is
part of the Christian DNA. So, it is im-
portant for us to keep our history in mind.
While protests make many feel like the
world is coming apart, it isn't. Protests
even evoke hatred from some—Huss was
burned at the stake. We can take solace
in knowing we have been through this
before. It's how our faith, our denomina-
tion, and our country (the Boston Tea Par-
ty did not exactly include crumpets!) all
got started. The reforms made the world a
better place, and they are what we cele-
brate 500 years later.

If protesting is your thing, you are in good
company. If it is not, there is nothing
wrong with that either. But protester or
not, all of us will need to try our very best
to listen and to understand. Violence and
hatred are what tear a society apart—not
protest. These are unsettled times, but
unsettled times have never been without
God, and these times are not without God
either. As disciples of Christ, let us work
together for understanding, justice, and
peace through acts of God's mercy and
grace. If we do, perhaps they will ook
back 500 years from now in celebration!

Contemporary Topics Discussion
If someone were to ask you to list entities
or countries that the U.S. is currently wag-
ing war against, conducting war in, or con-
templating war with, you'd likely come up
with ISIS/ISIL, Al'Qa’ida, Syria, Iraqg, Af-
ghanistan, and North Korea pretty quickly,
but you’d know this list is not exhaustive.
War is as old as conflict, and conflict is as
old as self-interest, fear, and power. The
drums of war have kept the beat of life’s

musical score forever, and that does not
appear to be changing any time soon.

In this context, how do we as Christians
think about events of war, whether it is a
civil war in another country, a war be-
tween nations in another part of the world,
or a war in which our own country is en-
gaged? How does scripture shape our
questions, inform our thinking, and guide
our responses in thought and action? No
surprise—the answers are not simple.

In October we will discuss the “Christian
Response to War.” Over the course of
three sessions, we will review biblical
texts that talk about war, examine the his-
tory of the Christian movement and vari-
ous responses to the question of what is a
Christian response to war, and talk about
becoming peacemakers in our personal
and corporate lives. The group meets in
the Pastor’s Study from 9:30-10:15am on
Sundays. The sessions will be led by
Chuck Reynolds.

Pasta Casserole

2 eggs

3 cups small-curd cottage cheese

2 tsp garlic, minced

1 tsp salt

Y2 tsp ground black pepper

2 Thsp parsley

1 Ib mozzarella cheese, grated

Y2 cup Parmesan cheese (plus more for
topping casserole)

1 |b ground beef

1 jar pasta sauce (such as Prego)

1 Ib ziti or mostaccioli pasta

Beat eggs with a fork and combine with
cottage cheese and spices. Add moz-
zarella and Parmesan cheeses and set
aside. Brown ground beef, drain, and
add Prego. Cook pasta to al dente.
Drain noodles and add to meat sauce.

Spray one lasagna-type disposable
aluminum foil pan with nonstick spray.
Add a layer of noodles on the bottom
and then alternate noodles and cheese
mixture, ending with noodles. Top with
additional Parmesan cheese. If making
for self, cover and bake at 350°F for 30
minutes. Do NOT bake if making for
St. Patrick Center.
