 You know, sometimes it amazes me, but the church seems to have a season for everything. The seasons of Advent and 
Lent are followed by the seasons of Christmas and Easter. Summer is its own season, where we relax our worship. Autumn is the 
busy season: sports and school - back to the grind. Old Ecclesiastes said, “For everything there is a season, and a time for every 
matter under heaven”(3:1), perhaps we take that a little too literally around here? 
 Yet, I believe that God gave us seasons for a reason. The days can be a grind, the weeks come and go so fast we’re often 
not sure what we accomplished, the months sneak up on us and suddenly its November when I could have sworn we just hit Oc-
tober?!? For that reason, as I grow older, I have begun to appreciate seasons. There’s not as much pressure, a little less stress - 
you can give yourself time to do what you need to do.  
 So often we think that everything has to be immediately measurable, but how do you measure the flowering of your gar-
den or the changing of the leaves? I believe, the simple answer is - it sneaks up on you. One day it was green and suddenly there 
is color! And, to me that represents the steadfast hand of God moving within the seasons of our lives. Rarely does God smack us 
upside the head. Rarely does God immediately answer that prayer. But then, almost imperceptibly, we notice that something has 
changed for the better - that dead of winter prayer has become the spring warmth of God’s answer, and we didn’t even see it 
coming until we noticed it was there - and we are pleased. 
 The season we are entering now (before Advent and Christmas take the stage) is Stewardship. It is our moment to reflect 
on our church’s mission and our individual place within it. We could say this season is all about money - and that is partly true - 
but I consider it about resources. What do we require in order to accomplish our goals as a church in 2019? Well, part of that is 
money - Piedmont Nat. Gas and Duke Energy require that - but the other part is simply You. 
 Paul says, we are are stewards of God’s mysteries and servants of Christ. In that way, your involvement, your service, 
your presence, your stewardship is what makes us the church. Worship is better when you are here. Mission projects accomplish 
more when you are here. Committees work harder when you are here. Sunday School is more meaningful when you are here. 
Fellowship has more energy when you are here. Our mission becomes discovering God’s mission together. 
 Next week you will receive a packet in the mail that will introduce our theme for this year’s stewardship season, and it 
will provide everything you need to understand how you can be involved, how you can be a steward, how you can be present in 
our mission as a Church. Please, prayerfully consider all that it asks of you, and thank you for all that you have added to the life 
of our church already - just by being you.
