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In the beginning

In 1943, a handful of Episcopalians saw the need for a
church in the new Tarrytown neighborhood on Austin’s
west side. On January 13, 1944, during a rare Austin
snowstorm, they petitioned the diocese to designate this
new church as a mission. Three days later 59 people
worshipped at the first service of The Episcopal Church of
the Good Shepherd.
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They met in a vacant building in a strip shopping center across the street from our
present location. We've been growing ever since. Good Shepherd — one of the 20
largest Episcopal parishes in the U.S. — now includes more than 2,500 baptized
communicants from 1,200 households. Our campus consists of eight buildings, a garth
and a columbarium. The Good Shepherd Episcopal School located on our grounds
was formed in October 1945, and maintains a capacity enrollment of 168 students with
a long wait list each year.

By 1946 Good Shepherd had achieved parish status, and we called our first rector, The
Rev. Thomas Yerxa of Orange, Texas, who served us six years. Our second rector, The
Rev. Samuel Baxter, was recruited out of Buffalo, NY and stayed with us 31 years. The
Rev. Everett Cain (1986-1998) did not have such a long way to go, since he joined us
from Houston. Our fourth rector, The Rev. David Fikes came to Austin from Memphis
and led our parish until 2007.
