The letters are the abbreviation for the Latin phrase 

“Christus mansionem benedicat” = Christ bless this 

house.  A second meaning is the first initials for the tra-

ditional names of the Magi; Caspar, Melchior and Bal-

thazar.  The + signs represent the cross and 20, 21 is 

the year.
