SESSION NOTES - APRIL 2007

The Session met for its regular stated monthly meeting on April 17. In accordance with Session's "Worshipful Work" manner of
conducting its spiritual business, Elder Leslye Johnson led Session in the study of God’s word and shared a devotional from the
PCUSA web site. Reminding us that as a human community we are to reflect and show God’s love, she read Romans 12:2, “Do not
be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your minds, so that you may discern what is the will of God –
what is good and acceptable and perfect.” Leslye encouraged us to join with the greater Presbyteri an community and explore the
spiritual invitations and opportunities the PCUSA web site presents.

Elder Todd McCreight presented a resolution authorizing Financial Stewardship Lay Ministry to seek up to $250,000 in a special
congregational appeal to fund repairs to the sanctuary lantern and to build a pastor housing loan fund to assist in the call of our next
senior pastor. In the future this will be used to assist other members of the senior pastoral staff. Elder Becky Wagner entreated us to
engage in a discussion of theological integrity and justice as part of this financial commitment so that all staff may be treated equita-
bly.

Session will continue this important discussion at future meetings as we seek to become more faithful and compassionate disciples.
In addition we will examine ways that restructuring can assist the church in balancing expenses and revenue. Most important, we
will strive to increase the percentage of mission giving, in addition to providing more opportunities for hands-on servi ce project s.

The lay ministries continue to embrace and address the goals created at our Session Retreat, including: Increasing connect edness
and belonging, increasing opportunities for spiritual development and a committed membership, as well as emphasizing mission par-
ticipation. In the coming months we will develop informal worship experiences at a vari ety of times for those who would feel more
comfortable in an alternative setting or who find it difficult to attend on Sunday morning. Gail Brown, Coordinator for Spiritual
Life, has already organized a number of small groups for faith sharing and spiritual formation that have resulted in powerful Chris-
tian friendships.

One of the goals of the Visioning Task force is that every member serve through one of BHPC’s mission outreach opportunities as a
way of demonstrating Christ’s love in the world. Let us all commit to living out our faith beyond the walls of our church.
