BHPC Youth will engage in More Fun, Fellowship, and Mission 
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In celebrating Earth Day, I would like to focus on 
air pollutants that impact our lungs. 
 

Lung disease refers to any disease or disorder 
in which the lungs do not function properly. 
Lung disease is the third leading killer in the 
United States, responsible for one in seven 
deaths, and is the leading cause of death 
among infants under the age of one. Some 

lung diseases, like asthma and emphysema, 
involve a narrowing or blockage of the airways 
resulting in poor air flow. Others, including 
pulmonary fibrosis, pneumonia and lung cancer, 
are caused by a loss of elasticity in the lungs 
that produces a decrease in the total volume of 
air that the lungs are able to hold. Research has 
shown that long-term exposure to air pollutants 
can reduce lung growth and development and 
increase the risk of developing asthma, 
emphysema, and other respiratory diseases. 
 

Biological pollutants, including molds, bacteria, 
viruses, pollen, dust mites, and animal dander 
promote poor indoor air quality and may be a 
major cause of days lost from work and school. 
Heating, cooling, and ventilation systems are 
frequent sources of biological substances that 
are inhaled, leading to breathing problems. 
Regular and thorough cleaning of places where 
biological pollutants are likely to grow will keep 
them at a minimum.  
 

An estimated one out of every 15 homes in the 
United States has radon levels above the EPA 
recommended action level. Radon, a naturally 
occurring gas, can enter the home through 
cracks in the foundation floor and walls, drains, 
and other openings. Indoor radon exposure is 
estimated to be the second leading cause of 
lung cancer. 
  

Environmental tobacco smoke also called 
"secondhand smoke," a major indoor air 
pollutant, contains about 4,000 chemicals, 
including 200 known poisons, such as formalde-
hyde and carbon monoxide, as well as 43 
carcinogens. Secondhand smoke causes an 
estimated 3,000 lung cancer deaths and 35,000 
to 50,000 heart disease deaths in non-smokers, 
as well as 150,000 to 300,000 cases of lower 
respiratory tract infections in children under 18 
months of age each year.  If someone smokes 

at your house, make sure it is outside! 
 

Formaldehyde is a common chemical, found 
primarily in adhesive or bonding agents for many 
materials such as carpets, upholstery, particle 
board, and plywood paneling. The release of 
formaldehyde into the air may cause health 
problems, such as coughing; eye, nose, and 
throat irritation; skin rashes, headaches, and 
dizziness.  Asbestos is the name given to a 
group of microscopic mineral fibers that are 
flexible and durable and will not burn. Asbestos 
fibers are light and small enough to remain 
airborne; they can be inhaled into the lungs and 
can cause scarring of the lung tissue or lung 
cancer. Many asbestos products are found in 
the home, including roofing and flooring 
materials, wall and pipe insulation, spackling 
compounds, cement, coating materials, heating 
equipment, and acoustic insulation. 
 

Household cleaning agents, personal care 
products, pesticides, paints, hobby products, 
and solvents may be sources of hundreds of 
potentially harmful chemicals. Your shampoo, 
toothpaste, hair sprays and dyes, underarm 
deodorants, body lotions, creams, perfume, 
lipstick, bubble bath, shaving preparations, 
aftershave, deodorants, scented soaps, 
fingernail polish and polish removers all can 
contain substances that can make you 
sick.  There is little supervision of the cosmetics 
industry. The FDA does not require manufactur-
ers to register their products or to file safety data 
on the ingredients used.  
 

The good news is that you can do something 
about indoor air pollution.  When purchasing 
new carpeting and building products, ask about 
the impact on the environment and whether they 
contain toxic products.  Consider using some of 
the newer ñgreenò environmentally safe 
cleaners.  Likewise, consider using more natural 
cosmetics, toothpastes, shampoos, etc.  
Reducing the number of toxic products that you 
put in or on your body can help reduce your risk 
of reaction or illness.   
 

Taking care of Godôs world will help you and 
your family to live in a healthier way.

Itôs SAD.  For some people Seasonal Affect 
Disorder (SAD) is a debilitating problem.  SAD is 
a disorder that leaves a person emotionally and 
bodily depressed, usually during the winter 
months.  It is caused by a reaction to the 
diminished availability of sunlight.  There are 
meaningful medical and therapeutic interventions 
for this disorder, including adding more artificial 
light to someoneôs winter days.  The condition 
usually improves as Spring arrives. 
 
Most of us experience some sluggishness in the 
winter months.  It is part of Godôs good design 
that the body and mind need some restorative 
time when the days are shorter and the nights 
longer.  It is a time for nourishing the body with 
heartier meals and sleeping more during the 
longer nights.  But modern technology has taken 

away the natural and seasonal rhythms to our 
lives.  We are expected to perform, and society 
does not allow us time out for dormancy.  Our 
Sabbath restorations must now be chosen and 
intentional. 
 
We move now into the season of resurrection 
and rebirth.  This is a time for renewed energy 
and a Spring cleaning of our lives.  Please 
choose time in your busy lives for Sabbath and 
restoration.  And if you are not able to shake the 
ñwinter blues,ò think about a conversation with 
the pastors or a counselor.

by the BHPC Session  
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Session opened its March meeting a half-an-hour early with St. Patrickôs Day fellowship and con-
versation.  After our meeting began, a majority of Sessionôs time was taken up with a wide-
ranging discussion of the impact of the economic slowdown.  We discussed the loss of housing, 
the loss of employment, retireesô loss of income, and the hard time young people have finding first
-time employment.   Many suggestions were made regarding how the church could provide assis-
tance both to members and non-members who face these circumstances.  In response to these 
problems, Session will create an employment resource for members, establish an employment 
support group, and form a task force to help those affected outside the church. 
 

Employment resource 
 
Members of the church who are interested in helping the church respond to the eco-
nomic crisis should let the Pastors know if: a) they are hiring, their employer is hir-
ing, or they have recommendations on job listings or job search sites; b) they have 
experience working in the job placement industry or have a contact in that industry 
that we might bring in for an adult education program; c) they would be willing to 
help provide child care if a member drops off a child to attend a job interview; d) they 
would be willing to serve as a mentor or provide feedback to a member on writing a 
resume or preparing for a job interview; e) they would be willing to share information 
about their field of employment with others seeking employment in a similar line of 
work.  We will compile an internal employment resource that seeks to connect those 
seeking work in a particular field with those in the field willing to provide advice on 
seeking a job in that field. 
 
Employment support group 
 
 The church is grieved by the job losses and losses of secure retirements felt by 
many of our members.  Bradley Hills cares and is hopeful that the church can be a 
place a stability and a resource during this anxious time.  The Pastors are available 
to meet with members individually or in groups.  If members would like to be part of 
an employment support group or would like to discuss their situations individually 
with the Pastors, they are encouraged to contact either Rev. Gray or Rev. Winnette. 
 
Task force 
 
Pastor Gray will meet in Covenant Hall on Sunday, March 29, directly following the 
10:30 worship service, with anyone interested in serving on a task force to develop a 
way for BHPC to provide assistance to people outside the church.  Session will take 
up this matter again in April.  We welcome suggestions from members of the con-
gregation as to what additional actions Bradley Hills might take to be of assistance 
both to our membership and to those outside of the church 

 
After consultation with members of the congregation, Worship and Arts Lay Ministry, and discus-
sion at last monthôs Session meeting, the Personnel Lay Ministry moved that that the word 
ñActingò be removed from Kyle Babinôs title and that Kyle be named the Director of Music.  All of 
the members of Session enthusiastically supported this proposal and the motion was passed 
unanimously.  Session is very appreciative of Kyleôs musical skills, his friendliness, and the won-
derful relationships he has developed with the other members of the staff and the congregation. 
 
We received a letter this month advising us that we now are entitled to have four elder-
commissioners to Presbytery in 2009.  Susie Wellman was elected to be our third elder-
commissioner to Presbytery.  She joins Eleanor Harris and Jeanne Tustian in that role.  Cindy 
Stauffer will represent us at the Presbytery meetings this month and in April. 
 
The pastors will meet with prospective new members on April 19 and 26, 2009, and those who 
choose to join the church will be received in May. 
 
Rev. Gray will meet at some time in the near future with members who are interested in forming a 
technology committee.  It is hoped that the members of this group will be able to provide assis-
tance to Mimi Miller as we explore new ways to use technology to tell the Bradley Hills story.

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The Event:  As the headlines of the Washington Post declare the 

increasing severity of the HIV/AIDS epidemic in our community, the 
AIDS Benefit Concert committee has been at work to lead our 
community in compassionate outreach to those who are affected.  
The AIDS Benefit Concert of 2009 will take place on April 25 at 
7:30 PM.  A reception will follow the musical program that evening.  
All are welcome. 
 

This April event is the fifth in a Community of Caring Concert series 
that was launched in 2003 as a music and social outreach ministry 
at BHPC.  With good support from the greater metropolitan area, 
the concerts have brought awareness of the HIV/AIDS problem in 
our midst and provided creative responses to alleviate the suffering 
it brings.  The proceeds have been about $30,000 for each concert. 
 

Partnership Expanded to Three Congregations:  For the 2009 

concert, three local congregations have joined to extend support 
and relief to those who suffer ï Bradley Hills, Bethesda Jewish 
Congregation and the River Road Unitarian-Universalist 
Congregation.  The steering committee, composed of three 
persons from each congregation, has met monthly since 
September 2008, sharing responsibility for the budget, the 
program, the publicity, the reception and selecting the beneficiary 
organizations. 
 

Meet the Beneficiaries:  Clearly the need continues to be great 

and our initiative targets the most vulnerable populations among us 
and in Africa. 

 
It is reassuring that our newest recipient organization is 
La Clinica del Pueblo is already actively at work in 
Wash, DC.  This wonderful operation reaches into the 
heart of the suffering Spanish-speaking Latino 
community with services primarily in DC but also MD 

and VA.  Before the screaming headlines announced the extent of 
the crisis, La Clinica established a model program called Entre 
Amigas which specifically invites young Latina women to educate 
about issues that make women vulnerable to the transmission of 
HIV and AIDS ï self esteem, violence and unhealthy sexual 
practices.  This popular and effective program needs funds for 
staff, supplies, child care and food that sustain it, build community 
and extend the outreach.  Thanks to RRUUC for introducing La 
Clinica at the Concert. 
 

In Montgomery County there is only one place where people 
affected by HIV/AIDS can find comprehensive support services ï at 
the Dennis Avenue Health Center.  It is located just off Georgia 
Avenue in Silver Spring.  It is on the grounds of an old elementary 
school and easy to reach by car or bus.   Dennis Avenue is part of 
the Montgomery County Health Department.  The Concert 
proceeds will go to a private Client Fund which is used to assist 
HIV/AIDS patients and their families primarily to stay in housing, 
but also can be used for food and emergency medication. 
 

AIDS has hit Africa with a body blow, but with creative partnerships 
and proactive interventions, significant successes can be reported.  
The Association FXB has rescued children from the ravages of 
HIV/AIDS since its inception in 1989.  This year the concert 
proceeds will go to South Africa to the After School program that 
reaches 250 adolescents to save them from HIV/AIDS infection.  
The novel program links HIV prevention and awareness training, 
sex education, counseling and tutoring among these youth with 
community development projects that require them to give back 
and be aware of their contribution. 
 

Representatives of all three groups will attend the concert and be 
available for discussion and questions at the reception.
